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Albert Martin Jensen Schjodt was born on April 21, 1892, in Jut-
land, Denmark, came to America in 1915, and was married to Miss Ma-
rie Hansen of Blair on March 27, 1918. Their married life was spent on 
a farm west of Blair, except for about a year of residence at Fremont, 
Nebraska. Mrs. Schjodt passed away on March 20, 1956. Mr. Schjodt 
had been ill for about 10 years previous to his passing at Good Shep-
herd Home on January 1, 1957, where he had lived about a year. He is 
survived by a son, Harold, of Blair; four daughters, Veola (Mrs. Clifford 
K. Hansen) of Blair; Eulella (Mrs. Hubert Petersen) of Fremont; Rose 
Marie (Mrs. John De La Castro) of Omaha; and Carol Lynne, who lives 
with her brother.

On 
November 3, 1897, she was united 
in marriage with Nels M. Jensen, 
and the couple went to Pisgah. 
Iowa, for two years, where they 
farmed, returning then to the Sor-
en Jensen homestead west of Blair. 
Here they farmed until 1909, when 
they moved to Blair, living here 8 
years, returning again to the Soren 
Jensen farm, and remaining there 
until 1929, when they moved to 
Omaha. In 1941 they returned to 
Blair, and have lived on West 
Street, where Mrs. Jensen passed 
away on January 27, after an ill-
ness of 18 months. The funeral 
service was held in the church on 
January 30, with burial in Blair 
Cemetery. Mrs. Jensen is survived 
by her husband, and by all of her 
six children.
