Mr. Neble, 74, who lived at 
5005 Blondo Street, became 
ill W e d n e s d a y and died 
Thursday at a local hospital 
of a blood clot. 

Born in Omaha in 1890, he 
established a livestock farm 
at Springfield, Neb., in 1912 
that was considered a rural 
showplace. Later he joined 
his father, Sophus F. Neble, 
a native of Denmark, in pub-
lishing the newspaper in Oma-
ha. He took over as publisher 
on the death of his father in 
1931, continuing in that posi-
tion until retirement in 1955. 
The newspaper , now pub-
lished in Chicago, is the coun-
try's oldest and l a r g e s t 
Danish-American newspaper. 

Survivors are his mother, 
Mrs. O l i v i a Neble; wife, 
Marie; daughter, Mrs. Albert 
H. Norin, and son, Eyvind S. 
(Bud), all of Omaha; two sis-
ters, a brother and t h r e e 
grandchildren. 

Burial will be at Hillcrest
