William F. Kruse was born on 
August 12, 1890, at the pioneer 
homestead; southwest of Fort Cal­
houn to William F. and Minnie 
Kruse, and he passed into Eter­
nity on March 29th at Blair Mem­
orial Hospital after a lingering 
illness. 

He spent most of his active 
life in the Fort Calhoun area as 
a farmer and/ cattle feeder and 
was active in local and civic af­
fairs. On December 22, 1916 he 
was united in marriage to Mar­
garet Suverkrubbe who died 
February 24, 1939. Three daugh-
terh andi one son were born to 
this union. 

As a member of the Nebraska 
Crop Growers' Association, Wil­
liam Kruse's corn displays won 
him wide recognition in the form 
of awards numbering 35 ribbons 
including grand championships 
and some sweepstakes. He also 
captured five international rib­
bons at Chicago from 1915 to 
1932. The World Heraldi called 
him "¡Nebraska's Corn King."
