Bruce Pawley Dennis , well 
known Blair man who has resided 
at 1334 TfashingtanS^ 
years, died at Memorial Com­
munity Hospital Monday. He TOS 
76 years old. 

Mr. Dennis, who has been re­
tired for a number of years, was 
one of the early-day employees of 
the Blair Horse Collar Company 
which operated in the building now 
occupied by Rounds Super Service. 
Later, after the Horse Collar fac­
tory became a victim of modern 
times, he was a Custodial Engineer 
in Omaha. 

Mr. Dennis was born January 
31, 1891 in Blair and lived here 
all of his life. He is survived by 
his wife, Tessie, and by a son, 

— Lloyd of Phoenix, Arizona. There 
are three grandchildren and seven 
greatgrandchildren.

Mr. Nels M. Jensen died early 

Wednesday morning, November 
15th, at the Blair Community Hos­
pital where he had been confined 
since Friday following a stroke. 

He was born February 7, 1875 
in Blair to Mr. and Mrs. Soren 
Jensen. On November 3, 1897 he 
was married to Anna Truhlsen. 
They were the parents of six child­
ren. Mrs. Jensen died January 27, 
1957 and Mr. Jensen continued to 
reside at his home at 213 North 
23rd Street. Although he was 92 
years of âge he cared for his home 
and kept posted on all current 
a c t i v i t i e s in his community, 
church, his family affairs and hi; 
neighbors. 

Mr. and Mrs. Jensen farmed in 
the March School District area 
until they retired in 1918 and moved 
to Blair. He served on the March 
School Board while his children 
attended that school. In Blair he 
was a member of the Blair City 
Council for many years. He was 
instrumental in creating interest 
for a Blair City Library. He was 
a c t i v e in the Congregational 
Church for many years and more 
recently had been a faithful mem­
ber of the First Lutheran Church. 

He is survived by two daughters, 
Mrs. C. K. Ross (Myrtle) of 0-
maha, Mrs. John Loomis (Mildred) 
of Brookville, Ohio, three sons, 
Harold and Alton of Blair and Dr. 
Marshall Jensen of Winter Park, 
Florida.
