
Chet G. Marshall, Lifetime Nurseryman, 
Died On Arbor Day At The Age Of 86 

Services for Chet Marshall were 
held Saturday, April 25th, in Ar­
lington, Nebraska. 

Mr. Marshall, well known Ar­
lington retired Nursery man, was 
86 at the time of his death. He 
had been taken to the Dodge Coun­
ty Hospital in Fremont following a 
fall. Examination found that there 
were no broken bones but other 
complications developed and at­
tributed to his death on Wednes­
day, April 220 

Mr. Marshall retired as Secre­
tary-Manager of the Mar shall Nur­
series in 1953. He had been ac­
tive in agriculture circles all of 
his life. In 1938 he was Presi­
dent of the American Association 
of Nurserymen. He was also very 
active and one of the founders of 
the Washington County Agricultur­
al Society that founded the Coun­
ty Fair. He was at one time Pre- . 
sident of the State Fairboard and 
the State Agricultural Board. 

Chet G. Marshall is survived by 
his wife Margaret of Arlington. 
There are two daughters, Betty 
Young of Fremont and Georgia 
Rosen of Midwest City, Oklahoma. 

Mr. Marshall has two sisters. 
They are Mrs. Owen Parrett of 
Covelo, California, and Mrs. Lulu 
Pharis of Loma Linda, California. 
There are two grand children and, 
one great grandchild. 

Services were held at the Ar­
lington Community Church with 
Rev. Leo Zillig officiating. Reck­
meyer Funeral Home was in charge 
of arrangements. Burial was in the 
Arlington Cemetery with Masonic 
rites.
