Arlington's eldest lady passed 
away at the age of 97 years and 
eighteen days. She was Mrs. Emily 
H. Fagg. Mrs. Fagg died at the 
Dodge County Hospital on Saturday, 
April 25 following a short illness. 

Mrs. Fagg was the City of Ar­
lington's eldest citizen and was the 
1969 Arlington Centennial Queen. 
Mrs. Fagg was a member of a 
pioneer Washington County farming 
family and lived her entire life in 
the Arlington area. 

Mrs. Fagg was born on April 7, 
1873 to Mr. and Mrs. John James 
and Hannah H. Thompson. She was 
married to Charles L. Fagg on 
August 19, 1891. To this union there 
were four children. They are Bes­
sie E., Thomas M., Hazel and Eve­
lyn, who have passed away before 
Mrs. Fagg. 

There are four surviving grand­
children.
