Ernest M. Jacobberger died 
Friday at St, Vincent's Home, 
where he had lived for three 
months. He was 94. 

Jacobberger was a county 
commissioner from 1931 to 1939. 
He ran unsuccessfully for county 
assessor in 1939. 

Born in Alsace Lorraine, 
France, he came to Omaha with 
his parents about 1887. He had 
been a printer at several Omaha 
firms, including the Douglas 
Printing Co. and The World-
Herald. 

He was owner of the Benson 
Times newspaper until Benson 
was annexed by Omaha. Later, 
he was part owner of the Eddy 
Printing Co. and the Inland 
Press. He formerly lived at 4857J 
Military Avenue. 

Jacobberger is survived by 
his widow Calista; daughters, 
Mrs. Melba H a n s o n of 
Cherokee, la., and Mrs. Cecilia 
Wisler of Omaha; brothers, 
Albert of Phoenix, Ariz., and 
Charles of Los Angeles, Calif., 
and sister, Mrs. Anna Dohrse of 
Omaha. 

City Council President H. F. 
Jacobberger is his nephew.

Chris S. Hansen, 71, was killed 

Thursday afternoon when the trac­
tor he was driving rolled into a 
deep creek. The tractor landed on 
top of Mr. Hansen. 

The Blair Rescue Squad was cal­
led to the scene of the accident 
but Mr. Hansen was already dead. 
The Washington County Sheriff's 
office, investigating the accident, 
reported that it appeared Mr. 
Hansen had been cutting corn stalks 
and the tractor drove off into the 
creek. The bank did not appear to 
have caved off or there weren't 
any skid tracks that would indicate 
the tractor was out of control. 

Chris S. Hansen was born at 
Elsie, Nebraska on June 27, 1899, 
and was, therefore, 71 years of age 
at the time of his death. He has 
farmed northwest of Blair most of 
his life and has been a long-time 
resident of the Cuming City School 
District. 

He is survived by his wife, Mary 
and a son and a daughter. The son 
is David, who is at home. The 
daughter is Mrs. Elmer Dove 
(Marilyn) who lives at West Min­
ster, Colorado. There are three 
grandchildren.
