He retired from that 
activity about ten years ago, seek­
ing something of a little less 
strenuous nature and in 1962 he 
became Superintendent of the Good 
Shepherd Home at Blair. Mrs. Root 
has been his chief assistant in 
the work which they have carried 
out very competently.

Larry Shield and by a son, Gor­
don, both of Aitken. There are 
two grandchildren. Four sisters 
and a brother, none of whom are 
from this area, who survive.
