We in Den
mark know what Dana College has meant to our
countrymen. We also know that the theological
seminary has sent out many excellent men who
in both languages have worked for the further
ance of cultural and church life. And we feel
that the Danish churches in America fom an
important link between our former countrymen
and their descendants, and the old country,

Dana College has been and is, indeed, still
one of the strongholds of Danish ^ericanism.
We are happy to know how great and sincere
devotion and loyalty is to America, and at the
same time, how you still remember your old coun
try and its people with feelings of gratitude
