DANA ENROLLMENT DROPS
SLIGHTLY SECOND SEMESTER . . .

Final enrollment figures show a net
drop of ten students in full-time study
for the second semester, with no change
in the number  of part-time students.
This is a 4.5 per cent drop as compared
with a normally expected 5 per cent drop
in the first semester enrollment figures.

Of the full-time students registering in
September, twenty-one either withdrew
during the semester or did not re-enroll
for the second semester. Eleven other full
time students were admitted at the be-
ginning of this semester.

Full-time student enrollment stands at
210 for the second semester; twelve part-
time students added to this number
makes a total of 222 enrolled, not count-
ing those in evening, special, or corres-
pondence courses.

HERE’S REASON ENUF

WHY DANA?

“Why Dana and not some other school?” That’s the question we all must
have asked ourselves at one time, and the question which we must in turn help
others to answer, if they are to reap the same joys we have reaped.

I write this at the risk of being boringly trite, of rehashing old stuff. But
the issue is basic, unavoidable. I’ll eliminate state schools from consideration for
the purpose of brevity and assume that the question is, “Why Dana and not some
other church college?”

Since recruiting students is largely on a person-to-person basis, it is well
to consider individually the factors that attracted us to Dana; and now, as we look
back upon our college years, the factors that should attract others. Consider my sit-
uation for a moment.

I didn’t come to Dana because of her scholastic standing. This is not to min-
imize its importance, for Dana has many things to be proud of scholastically, and
better, she is growing in this vein. Nevertheless, scholarship was not my chief con-
cern.

It was not athletics . . . of necessity I restricted my joys to the rooting sec-
tion. It was not the Choir. I was over-awed upon hearing Dana’s choir for the
first time, but felt that my chances of singing in it were too slight to risk attend-
ance at Dana for that reason. Although now I count the hours spent under Direc-
tor Neve among my most memorable.

Nor was it the closely knit fellowship and social life for which Dana is
justly proud. I got a good taste of this from a visit one evening during “Open
House” festivities, and from several other contacts with Dana students. But it was
only a taste, for this fellowship is not something to observe, but experience. Nor
was I quite aware of the opportunities for leadership training in these activities.

) It wasn’t even Dana’s spiritual vigor, although I entered with great expecta-

tions and was not disappointed, for this Christ-centered living—the backbone of
Dana—played an influential part in causmg me to switch my vocational aims and
study for the ministry.

I say it wasn’t any of the above reasons which made me decide on Dana. It
wasn’t any of them, it was all of them—all of them plus an intangible something
. .which combines to produce that distinctively wonderful Dana spirit. And this is
what we have to pass along to prospective Danians.

Calculating all the merits and demerits and granting that Dana ranks with
the best, still it is possible that some other, though few, Christian colleges could
honestly make almost identical claims, item for item. Perhaps it is as if you had
fallen in love. You know you have the best girl in the world. If the impossible
would happen and for a moment you could stand coldly on the sidelines and examine
her, characteristic by characteristic, and so compare these characteristics with those
of other wonderful girls, perhaps you would be compelled to admit that you
couldn’t objectively prove that she is the best. You just know it. Taking her as she
is and as you have grown to love her, you know it!



STATE COLLEGES VS.

.. CHURCH SCHOOLS

DR. ELMER RASMUSSEN
DEAN OF DANA COLLEGE

The old question as to the value of an education in a church college compar-
ed with an education in a tax-supported university is still with us, and
the basic question is still the same in spite of many changes that are taking place.
That basic question is: What do you want from college? The answers given by
these two kinds of institutions differ, and probably always will, even though both
have education as a common purpose. But changes that are taking place keep
the question before us.

One of these changes is that tax-supported institutions are becoming more
aggressive in seeking students. They are advertising in ways they have not used
before, and to a much greater extent than formerly. Many states have established
branches of the university or junior colleges in many of the larger cities through-
out the state to overcome the distance problem and to serve as a kind of prepara-
tory school for advanced work at the university. These are expanded services of
quite recent development that affect the problem of the choice of a college.

Also professional colleges of the universities that have in the past special-
ized most in the training given their students are gradually requiring more and
more general education of the kind normally found in church colleges. An im-
portant element of such general education is the study of the values of life found in
the areas of philosophy and religion. More of the universities, under some pressure
from Protestant groups, are also offering credit or non-credit courses in religion; and
a few are requiring such courses in their college of liberal arts. But the develop-
ment of Christian life cannot logically be an incidental matter; if it is to be effect-
ive it must be a basic part of the entire life of the college and of the student.

In a real sense of the word, a college becomes a “second home” for the stu-
dent in his transition from the guidance of the home to full maturity and independ-
ence. For it is in the college that the larger number of students begin to really
make their own decisions. These, then, are formative years, years in which the
basic pattern of life becomes established. The influences that play on a person in
those years are highly significant.

In a church college, the Christian way of life is ever present. Time is
taken for the study of God’s Word. Group devotions are a part of daily life. Stu-
dents find many activities in which they express their Christian convictions in song,
in word, and in deed. Fellow students encourage each other in Christian faith and
life by word and by example. The faculty is positively Christian and adds its in-

fluence to the whole atmosphere of the college. .
And these influences endure. Dr. Erland Nelson, formerly President of

Dana College and now Professor of Psychology at the University of South Carolina,
has studied the relationship between the religious attitudes 9f the same persons
fourteen years later. Those attitudes held and developed during the college years

were remarkably lasting, and had gone on to pear fruit. '
For those who believe the Christian life to be a matter of imporkance to

their sons and daughters, the church college must still be considerfed best. _While
the church college cannot guarantee that all who come to them will grow in the
Christian life, it still provides the best place for a young_ man or woman away from
home to be encouraged to grow into responsible Christian adulthood.

Maybe it’s where “Lightnin” (Jim Nielsen,. senior, from
Albert Lea, Minn.) has his Hermes office. Maybe where “Hummingbird® (Bob
Hemmingsen, senior from Racine, Wis.) executes his presidential responsibilities, or
perhaps it is where Geonge (George Demant, senior seminarian from Sturtevant,
Wis. He has been the students’ barber for several years) “trims the mops” or
“lowers the ears.” We aren’t sure, but we do know that your grandfather studied
beside a “pot-bellied” stove learning theories in sciences which have now been dis-
credited. He learned many facts which are today untruths. Nevertheless, when
he looked heavenwards, his understanding was at least as great as ours today.

He didn’t worry as much about social activities as we do, and many are
now complaining for fear they lose some of the social graces which took them so
long to develop. We cannot pass judgment, but our works must not control the
way of our mind. There is something unique about Old Main, for the vigorous sen-
timent that “holds it up” can be found when we attend chapel in the aged struct-
ure.

Sentiment keeps it standing, but the principles for which it was
built are the guiding lights which makes Dana College that which it is today.

Walter Winchell once quoted Beatrice Lillie as saying to a steward on the
liner Queen Mary: “What time does this place arrive in New York?” Somewhat
the same type of question might be used in reference to Dana College this summer
for a portion of it is to go on wheels down through the states south of us to Mex-
ico City, thence to the western coast of the United States. From San Francisco this
college on tour will “about face” and wheel along the highways of Nevada, Utah
and Wyoming toward the home site.

The trip will be made mostly by chartered Greyhound bus except in Mexi-
co where Mexican transportation must be used. The total time is expected to cov-
er twenty-four days and will begin at the Omaha Greyhound Bus Depot on Tues-
day, July 28, 1953,

The instructor of the course in social science and the conductor of the tour
will be the Elementary Education teacher at Dana, Miss Elja McCullough who has
made teacher tours in August a hobby for several years. This year’s tour is to be
sponsored jointly by Dana College and the Omaha Municipal University. Teach-
ers may earn college credit while on vacation enjoying new sights and new friends.

Points of interest enroute will be largely those of Spanish, Mexican and
Indian influence and culture. The Alamo and Mission of San Jose at San Antonio,
will start the “sights” and from Laredo, Texas, the travelers will pass through Mex-
ico’s semi desert, tropical valleys and wonderfully scenic mouptains on t}}e way to
Mexico City. They will see cacti, corn, sugar cane, citrus fruits and tropical flow-
ers, and will note a variety of customs and phases of life among the people.

In and near Mexico City there will be Chapultepec Castle, the National
Museum, the largest cathedral in America, the floating gardens of Xochimilco,
pyramids larger than those of Egypt and Taxco’s ancient narrow cobbled streets.
Mexico is an area of exciting contrasts in an age of old customs with modern trends.

The tour will leave Mexico at El Paso and proceed through Tucson and El
Centro to San Diego, thence north as far as San Francisqo and back to Nebraska by
way of Salt Lake City. Teachers especially will find time apd money well spent
in taking such a course. Anyone interested should immediately contact either
Dana College or Omaha University for further inform_altion. The cost for trans-
portation and lodging is unusually economical and inviting. One may either take
the full course or pay the usual audit fee charged by the College.
