and universities. The present college and
un ive rs i t y en ro l lmen t i n ou r coun t r y i s
about 2,500,000. It is predicted that this
enrollment will be doubled by 1970. The
church will need every college it can
establish or maintain to care for its share
of the college youth. If it does not train
its proportionate share, the state will;
and the church will toe the .loser. In
training this t idal wave of students,
Dana must and w i l l do her share . The
next two decades will be an era of ex¬
pansion and development in higher edu¬
cation for the church as well, but she
must be ready to carry her proportionate
share of the load. In the years to come
every church college will be needed, and
additional institutions must be establish"-
e d .

The president of aleading midwestern
Lutheran college stated, in effect, recent¬
ly that if the church limits its colleges’
enrollments or fails to expand its col¬
leges or establish new ones, it will fail
in its mission to our youth and to our
c o u n t r y .
