Alumni Dues: A Thing of the Past

Early last spring, officers of the
Alumni Association met with of-
ficers of the Dana Foundation to
discuss the problem of duplication
of efforts in fund raising. In the
past, numerous appeals to the alum-
ni have been issued every year. To
avoid the duplication of effort and
to avoid sending the same people
three or four pleas for funds, the
officers of the two organizations
voted to merge fund raising efforts
under the direction of the Dana Di-
rector of Development.

At the annual business meeting
of the Association held at Home-
coming, the alumni present voted
in favor of the establishment of an
annual giving effort and abolishing
the multiple plea. The alumni as-
sociation will be credited with all
funds received from alumni. These
funds will be used for the educa-
tional program of the college as di-
rected by the Board of Trustees
and Administration.

OPERATING EXPENSES FROM
COLLEGE

Operating expenses for the alum-
ni central office will be provided
from the general fund of the college
on the basis of a budget set up by
the Association at its annual meet-
ing. Each year the Association has
established a budget, but past ex-

perience indicates that the budget-
ed amount has not been raised.
Henceforth, the budgeted amount
will definitely be available and A-
lumni Association projects will not
be left without operating funds.
Without the burden of fund rais-
ing, the Association executive sec-
retary will have more opportunity
to work in the area of organizing
new and revitalizing existing Dana
Clubs and will be able to expend
his efforts in building an alumni
program of a maximum yearly re-
cruitment and annual giving effort.
The Alumni Association will sub-
mit its budget to the Board of
Trustees immediately after the an-
nual meeting each year. The A-
lumni Association will have com-
plete control over the budget once
it has been approved by the Board.

NO MORE DUES AFTER
JULY 1, 1959
What this new plan boils down
to is basically this: THE ASSOCIA-
TION WILL REMAIN AN AUTO-
NOMOUS ORGANIZATION. A-
lumni will no longer receive numer-
ous pleas from the Association for
dues and gifts. Instead they will
be urged to give ONE donation per
year. The officers of the Alumni
Association feel this plan is a step

Approximately $2000 is need-
ed for operation before the new
plan goes into effect.
