aged to read past that last
s t a t e m e n t , I w i l l d e d i c a t e
this article to disproving it.

W h e n o n e s i t s i n h i s r o o m
at Dana College with all the
idealistic plans that he has
accumulated dur ing h is
f o u r y e a r s a n d c o n t e m
plates the Peace Corps, his
ideas are very romantic.
With that nicely bound di
ploma in his hand on gradu
ation day, it seems nothing
in the world can stop him.

Tired of hearing pessimis
tic news reports, reading
the books by Lederer and
Burd ick , l i ke the "Ug ly
A m e r i c a n " a n d a " N a t i o n o f
Sheep," he decides to solve
them all in two years by
joining the Peace Corps.

t h a t h a l f t h e c l a s s h a s n o

I was teaching the pres
e n t c o n t i n u o u s t e n s e o n e
day when one of my stu
d e n t s r a i s e d h i s h a n d a n d
said, "President Kennedy."
I t w a s a l l I c o u l d d o t o
shout above the applause of
the class and get their
minds back on the present

c o n t i n u o u s t e n s e . T h e n a n
o t h e r s t u d e n t r a i s e d h i s
hand and said, "President
Kennedy was a great man."
Again applause, again I
gu ided them back to the
present continuous tense.

F ina l l y ano the r s tuden t
raised his hand and told me
fl a t l y ; " W e w a n t t o t a l k
about President Kennedy."

C lasses i n t he schoo ls i n
Turkey are very crowded;
several of my classes hold
between 70 and 80 students.
They sit in old-fashioned
desks designed for crowded
classrooms. They accommo
d a t e t h r e e s t u d e n t s e a c h .
This makes testing interest
ing—sort of a game to see
i f t e a c h e r w i l l c a t c h y o u
cheating.

P l e a s e d o n ' t r e f e r t o u s a s
s e l f - s a c r i fi c i n g s e r v a n t s .
We aren ' t . We l i ke i t i n the
Peace Corps or we wouldn't
b e h e r e . We a r e v o l u n t e e r s
and are free to get out any
t i m e w e w a n t .

Perhaps I have sold the
r o m a n t i c i d e a l s a l i t t l e

s h o r t — a n d t h a t w o u l d b e a
mistake, for we are all com
mitted to one thing or an
other. Those of you who
perform your duties as stu
dents, housewives or of
whatever profession you
are in, and are committed
t o s o m e t h i n g m o r e t h a n
you rse l ves , a re do ing as
much as any volunteer in
Turkey or any of the other
4 0 - s o m e c o u n t r i e s i n t h e
w o r l d .

I often think it is pretty
d i f fi c u l t f o r a s t u d e n t t o
leave Dana College without
feeling committed to some
thing other than himself.
