Appointed an executive assistant in
1950, Mr. N ie lsen moved t f j B&W's
New York offices to take charge of

i t s c o n t r a c t d e p a r t m e n t . T h e r e h e
i n t r o d u c e d a p r o g r a m o f c o n t r a c t
handling which permitted movement
o f the depar tment to Barber ton fo r
m o r e e f f e c t i v e l i a i s o n w i t h m a n u
factur ing act iv i t ies.

In 1952 he was appointed assistant
vice-president in charge of the Boiler
d i v i s i o n ' s m a n u f a c t u r i n g a c t i v i t i e s .
Dur ing th is per iod, new Boi ler d iv i
sion plants, opened in Paris, Tex., and
Brunswick. Ga., further dispersed the
company's facil i t ies for greater prox
imity to customers and raw materials.

M r . N i e l s e n w a s e l e c t e d a v i c e -

president in 1953, and was placed in
charge of Boiler division manufactur
ing. The fo l lowing year he was se
lected to head the entire division, and
w a s e l e c t e d a m e m b e r o f t h e B o a r d
o f D i r e c t o r s .

Wi th the expans ion and d ivers ifi
c a t i o n o f a l l B a b c o c k & W i l c o x d i
visions and subsidiaries, Mr. Nielsen
was elected executive vice-president
in 1955 with responsibilities involving
all branches of the company.

integration and expansion.

Mr. Nielsen, known as "Doc" to
his friends, is a vigorous, amiable
man, who has a talent for cutting
through details and getting to the
core of the many problems that daily
come ac ross h i s desk .

He and his wife, the former Terese
Rowan, reside in a Manhattan apart
ment during the week, but try to get
away to their Fair Haven, N. J.,
home over weekends. Situated along
the Naves ink R iver, the i r home re
flects Mr. Nielsen's boating interests
and contains a shop for his hobbies
of carpentry and metalworking.
