Library Move Begins As
Dorm Nears Completion

Led by former Dana Librarian Miss
A. D. Hoidahl, college officials began
the staggering task of moving into the
new C. A. Dana Library-Learning Re
sources Center late in August.

Just next door, construction work
ers were completing work on the addi
t i o n t o M i c k e l s e n H a l l .

Both facilities are to be ready for
the opening of the 1969-70 academic
year—less than three weeks away. As
the REVIEW goes to press, college of
ficials, l ibrary staff and construct ion
w o r k e r s a r e c o n fi d e n t b o t h w i l l b e

ready for use when classes begin in
September.

The first books were ceremoniously
moved into the new Library on August
8 by members of the administration
and Library staff. Head Librarian Ron
Johnson, his staff, and several student
worke rs w i l l con t i nue the move . Some
6 1 t h o u s a n d v o l u m e s p l u s r e l a t e d
equipment and materials must be
t r a n s f e r r e d f r o m P i o n e e r M e m o r i a l t o
the new faci l i ty.

Miss Hoidahl, who served as Head
Librarian for eighteen years, marveled
a t t h e t r e m e n d o u s a d v a n c e s m a d e i n
Dana's Library facilit ies. She pointed
ou t t ha t when she fi r s t came to Dana
in 1948 Pioneer Memorial Library was
a l s o n e w b u t a t t h a t t i m e c o n t a i n e d
only eight thousand volumes. She also
mused that i t took 13 years to get
running water in the old Library work
r o o m .

The C. A. Dana Library has, accord
ing to Librarian Johnson, running
water in the workroom plus the latest
i n aud io -v i sua l and l ea rn ing resou rces
equipment. It consists of some 41 thou
sand square feet of floor space spread
over three levels and wi l l accommodate
2 5 0 t h o u s a n d v o l u m e s a n d 5 0 0 i n d i
v i d u a l s t u d e n t r e a d e r s t a t i o n s .

The building also contains a small
auditorium, offices for the library staff
and a special-use room called the Her
itage Room.

Total cost of the building including
equ ipmen t and fu rn i sh ings i s es t i
ma ted a t one m i l l i on do l la rs .

The addition to Mickelsen Hall, a
five-story twin-st ructure at the east
end of the existing building, is expect
ed to be ready for student occupancy
in September. The addition will house
1 4 8 s t u d e n t s .
