Dana College has a new symbol, a
new identity mark. or. as it is some
times called, a new logo. It is on the
cover of th is Review. You wi l l be see

ing a lot of it in the future!
We think our new logo is very

attractive, expressive of our roots,
indicative of our purpose, vital, alive,
moving forward. Basically, it is the
Danish flag, solid red background with
a while cross superimposed. In many publications it will
appear in red and white — Dana colors. Danish colors.
There is already in that an acknowledgment of those early
pioneers whose vision brought into being this college.

How appropriate that as we move toward our Centen
nial. the commemoration of 100 years of service, we
recognize anew those immigrant settlers, new ly arrived in
an untamed land, some of them yet unable to speak the
language of their new land, living in soddies. their own
homes not yet built, with their oxcarts and overalls, haul
ing building materials up the slopes of the Missouri River
bluffs so that a new generation raised in peace and free
dom might have the opportunity of hearing (he gospel

proclaimed in a collegiate setting, and leadership trained
up to give sustenance and inspiration as the prairies were
tilled and a continent conquered! Unafraid, looking for
ward. confident. Dana College thanks God for those roots
as we move closer to the second century of our service!

But that new logo is not simply the Danish flag, hung
limply on a standard, fluttering idly with every passing
wind. Instead, it billows, it blows, like a Viking sail set
ting out into the Atlantic, launching one's little bark on
destiny's deep sea. There is a heroic dimension of move
ment. a dynamic attack upon the unknown! The Danish
flag, red and white, is shaped like a ship's sail, shaped
like a let ter "D," "D" for Dana. "D" for determina
tion. "D" for dedication — "D" for desire to follow in
the footsteps of Jesus whose cross ever precedes us. lead
ing us across oceans to new lands, leading us across
frightening frontiers of ignorance, leading us into new
arenas of serv ice.

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Regents' Decisions Bring Growth
Kallas: ''We're Moving Ahead"

The sound of hammers pounding, a symbol of growth, will
accompany Dana College as it approaches its centennial year.
1984.

New construction — after a decade of no significant building
— and a major capital campaign were the most important issues
on the agenda of the fall meeting of the Board of Regents, and
the decisions Board members made on those issues are "posi
tive and forward looking," President James Kallas says. "Dana
is entering a new chapter — enrollment is up. morale is high,
and gift-giving has increased threefold. We're moving ahead."

One of the Board's decisions — to complete the interior of
the northeast section of Borup Coliseum — will transform a
large, dirt-floored storage area into two racquetball courts, a
wrestling room, and training rooms for men and women. The
Regents based their decision on a campus-wide survey that
showed top priority need for more recreational facilities for stu
dents. Construction could start as early as the middle of
January.

The Regents also authorized a feasibility study that will lead
into a three-year major capital campaign ending in 1984. The
campaign, the largest in Dana's history, will raise funds for
Dana's endowment and for a much-needed chapel/music/
theatre/fine arts facility.

The Board's third decision will add a president's home to the
campus, an improvement that has been envisioned for many
years because of the numerous advantages to the college
community. This addition will become a reality because Regent
and Mrs. Omer Reed of Phoenix, Arizona, gave land to Dana
last year with the stipulation that proceeds from its sale should
be used only to build a president's home on campus. Since the
property is now being disposed of. the Regents reaffirmed their
intent that funds from this restricted gift be used for that
pu rpose .

Enrollment Highest Since 1972
The number of students at Dana continues to grow. With a

total enrollment of 564 and a fulltime enrollment of 538, Dana
this year has more students than it has had since 1972.

Fulltime enrollment has increased 7.2 percent over 1979 and
25 percent over 1978, according to Registrar Verlan Hanson
'51. In making the announcement. President Kallas said that
"This is a remarkable achievement in view of current economic
conditions and a national decline in the college-age population.
We rejoice in this sign of the continuing renewal of Dana
College."

One statistic especially stands out in Hanson's analysis of
this year's geographical distribution of students; 91 are from
Blair and Washington County, a 77 percent increase over last
year's 52 students. His report shows that students are from 23
stales, with the highest number from Nebraska, followed by
Iowa. Colorado, Illinois, Minnesota, and Kansas. Foreign
students are from Denmark. Guatemala, Libya, Kenya, and
Nigeria.

Employees Honored for Long Service
Four faculty members who have given Dana 25 years

or more of service were presented watches at the annual
opening dinner August 28. The four are Frank Hengeveld
'41. chemistry. 25 years; Norman C. Bansen '47. English
and Danish. 29 years: Paul Neve '41. music. 37 years:
and Paul Peterson '41. physical education. 38 years.

More than 50 other members of the faculty, administra
tion. and staff who have worked for the College between
five and 24 years received plaques.

Old Main Placed on National Register
Old Main, a campus landmark, has been added to the

National Register of Historic Places, the nation's list of cultural
resources considered worthy of preservation.

Nebraska State Historical Preservation Officer Marvin Kivett
calls the building "a fine, vernacular product of the French
Second Empire style, a style not well represented by the extant
nineteenth-century academic architecture in Nebraska and one
which was congenial to nineteenth-century Danish tastes. It
is." he .says, "an important symbol of the early theological and
academic life of the Danish-American community."

The central part of Old Main was completed in 1886. The
north wing was added in 1893 and the south wing in 1905.
Since then, except for minor changes, the exterior of the four-
story red brick building has remained the same. Its features
include a dark green mansard roof with gabled windows and a
six-story tower crested by grillwork.

Old Main's interior was completely remodeled in the late
'50s and early '60s. So far as is known, it is the oldest educa
tional structure in Nebraska that continues to fulfil! the most
important of its original purposes — to serve as a classroom
building.

OM Main, now listed in the National Register of Historic Places, has been a
symbol of the College for more than 90 years.
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Bainton Next Visiting Theologian
D r . R o l a n d B a i n t o n — L u t h e r

scholar. Congregational pa.stor. and
affiliated member of the Society of
F r i e n d s — w i l l b e i n r e s i d e n c e a t D a n a

January 12-16 as this year's third
Visiting Theologian.

Born in England and educated at
Whitman College and Yale Uni\cr-
sity. Bainton subsequently taught at i
Yale from 1920 until his retirement in I
1962. A biographer writes that as a I
Yale professor. "Bainton was famed for his preaching, his cari
catures and sketches, and his addiction to bicycle riding."

During and after World War II he worked in relocating refu
gees with the American Friends Service Committee, represent
ing that committee in Germany in 1948.

Sainton's many books include Here / Stand: A Life of Martin
Luther, Hunted Heretic: The Life and Death of Michael Serve-
tus. The Age of the Reformation, and Christian Attitudes to War
a n d P e a c e : A n H i s t o r i c a l S u r \ e \ a n d C r i t i c a l E v a l u a t i o n .
Translations of his books have appeared in ten languages.

At Dana. Bainton will speak on "Luther." "Luther's Treat
m e n t o f B i b l i c a l A c c o u n t s : J o n a h . A b r a h a m . I s a a c a n d t h e
Nativity." "Women of the Refonnation." Thomas Mucntzcr.
F i r e b r a n d o f t h e R e f o n n a t i o n . " a n d " T h e C h u r c h , t h e Wo r l d ,
a n d S u r v i v a l . "

All of his lectures, which are free and open to the public, w ill
be at 8 p.m. in the Dana Hall of Science Auditorium.

Three other Visiting Theologians will gi\e two scries of lec
tures during the second semester. On Februars 9-1.'^. West
German scholars Luise Schottroff of Mainz University and
Wolfgang Stcgemann of Heidelberg L'niversity will discuss
their sociohistorical interpretation of the New Testament. On
April 20-24. Dr. Guslaf Wingren of [.unit L'ni\ersity. Sweden,
will speak on the general topic. "The Work of God and the
W o r k o f M a n . "

A Preachers' Workshop conducted by the Rev. Alvin Rueter
'42 will be held at Dana April 20-2.T 1981. in connection with
the lectures of Visiting Theologian Guslaf Wingren of Lund
University. Sweden. Rueter. of St. Paul. Minnesota, is
completing work on a Ph.D. in speech/communication at the
Universit} of Minnesota.

This will be the third annual Preachers" Workshop that
Rueter has held on campus. Like the other two. it will feature
presentations by Dana professors showing how insights from
their disciplines illuminate the art of preaching. Presentations
by Rueter w ill focus on "Preaching as Dialogue." showing one
way to take account of the congregation in the preparation and
delivery of sermons. Dana's videotape equipment will be used
w ith some of the exercises.

In accordance with a request by pastors who attended the last
v\()rkshop. a series of concurrent presentaiitms is being planned
for those who have attended previous sessions: while one group
is being addressed by a Dana professor, the other w ill be led by
R u e t e r.

The workshop will dovetail with Dr. Wingren's evening lec
tures and morning chapel talks.

The workshop has been accredited by Wartburg Theological
Seminar) in Dubuque. Iowa; those w ishing to attend for credit
may receive two credits towards a D. Min. degree, transferable
to o ther seminar ies .

Faculty and Staff Give $23,000
This year's fund-raising drive for Dana among all members

of the faculty, administration, staff, and professors emeriti has
exceeded its goal of $20,000.

Drive Chairman Paul Neve '41. music, reports that the drive
— held a month after the start of the school year — has raised a
record $23,061 — $19,601 in pledges and $3,460 in Lutheran
Brotherhood matching funds. Last year the drive raised
$15,269, a sum that broke previous records.

"Dana employees have a deep loyalty and commitment to
the College," Neve said. "We hope that the success of this
drive will set the tone for Dana's other fund-raising efforts this
year."

The electronic carillon was dedicated at a chapel service
October 10 attended by Dr. and .Mrs, Reed, daughter Kary. a
Dana freshman, and son Kevin, a Dana sophomore.

At the service on the patio of Old Main. President James
Kallas spoke on the appropriateness of the chimes — which
remind all who hear them of the passage of time — as a
memorial to Kirsten Reed, and he thanked the Reeds for direct

ing memorial gifts to Dana.
The system is made by Schulmerich Carillons of Sellersville.

I spent 18 months in Blair and
Omaha as an admissions counselor for
Dana. I then returned to ranching and
farming near Bird City.

I now own and
operate a farm and continue the part
nership with my father. We maintain a
herd of registered Polled Hereford
breeding stock, and grow wheat and
corn as major crops.

"I am involved in several agricultural organizations, attend
St. John's Lutheran Church at Bird City, and serve as vice pres
ident and head negotiator for our consolidated school district.

—Cliff Hanson's 'Christianity in the Modem World' and his
pacing. Socratic lecture style; his patient searching after truth.

—How much more quiet the meals became after we moved
into the cafeteria in the new Campus Center.

—Floor meetings in the dorms, an intramural team known
for its losing ways, and dorm council meetings.

—Del Hutton addressing us as 'Mister' and his habit of roll
ing into 8 o'clock class at 7:59:30. and that Dana graduates did
well in seminary exegesis classes.

—Discussion meetings for John Nielsen's 'Readings in Reli
gion' classes, held often in their home.

—Student congregation worship services and coffee and
donut fellowship after, and morning chapel the day that Art

Whitaker opened his prayer by sayins "Good Morning. Sir' to
G o d .

—The honest wrestling with the truth we were led to do.
—The ou t -and-ou t k ind hear t o f E lmer Rasmussen .
—Dana as a place where people got a second chance: and I

remember coming back some years later to see a .second
chancer graduate.

—Sitting in the student center after meals to enjoy other
people's company.

—The music of "Bom Free' on graduation day. and LARP
and sheet change day every Thursday.

"Dana was a place that fonned and shaped me. Those four
years are among the best in our lives. While there the relation
ship with Nancy blossomed into engagement and marriage, and
now there are three ch i ldren.

"After leaving Dana we went to Wartburg Seminary, com
pleted the M.Div, and STM degrees, and served pari.shes in St.
D o n a t u s . I o w a , a n d Wa l n u t G r o v e .

"Dana was in those days a warm and human place. We are
sure i t s t i l l i s . "

1968-69: Carolyn Scholl
"Being student body president

during the era of campus riots, pro
tests. sit-ins and even streaking was
not always an easy job." Carolyn
Scholl writes. "It might have been
more exciting using these strategies,
but I felt it was more effective dealing
wi th the col lege administ rat ion
through continuing dialogue.

"I remember long talks in President
Madsen's office and the respect he dis
played toward student concerns. My experience working with
t h e a d m i n i s t r a t i o n a n d s t u d e n t c o m m i t t e e s w a s t h e m o s t r e

warding part of my job and developed skills that have helped
me a lot in the working world.

"I have been employed by the American Red Cross since
graduating from Dana and have received a master's degree in
public administration from the University of Nebraska at
Omaha. I am currently assistant administrative-director for the
Midwest Regional Blood Services headquartered in Omaha.
Wc serve over 100 hospitals in Iowa. Nebraska, and Kan.sas.
and I am proud to say that one of the area's most successful col
lege-sponsored Bloodmobile visits is at Dana!

"1 have traveled to most parts of the country as a national
instructor for Red Cross staff and volunteers, leaching such
topics as stress management, community and group develop
ment. program administration, and personnel administration.

"Dana provided me with a good education, including a
humanities class that I wish 1 had on videotape, the best friends
I've ever known, and a nickname that has stuck the past 15
years and at times provides a convenient alias — "Skipper.'

"I hope the adult atmosphere that gave mc and my friends an
exposure to new people, ideas, and experiences will continue at
Dana and that students retain a significant role in the decision
making process.

"Developing" best describes this fall's football, volleyball,

As of this writing, the football team has had six losses and no

The
team is young and inexperienced: over 50 percent of its mem
bers are freshmen, and only ten players are seniors. The fact
that a junior varsity team (in the first Dana JV game since 1965)
recently tied Midland 0-0. while the varsity squad lost to Mid
land 49-7 in an earlier game, promises more competitive con
tests in the future.

For the women's volleyball team, this was also a year of
growth, with the caliber of play greatly improved over previous
seasons. Only four of the 17 members are seniors, so next
year's team will be a more experienced one.

Cross country, a sport Dana dropped ten years ago. was rein
stated this fall. Five men reported for the team, the minimum
number for varsity competition. As could be expected, the three
freshmen, one sophomore, and one junior have spent the season
gaining experience and have done fairly well in spite of heavy
competition.

In 1869 Danish immigrants in Sheffield. Illinois, established
the first Danish Evangelical Lutheran congregation in the U.S.

In 1880 the congregation built St. Peter's Evangelical
Lutheran Church, a white high-spired structure.

In 1956 the congregation was dissolved. Eleven years later
several Sheffield residents, many of them Catholic, recognized
the historic value of the building, formed the Sheffield
Historical Society, purchased the church, and restored it. They
established a museum across the street. In 1973 the church was
added to the National Register of Historic Places. In 1974 it was
visited by Queen Margrethe II of Denmark.

This fall members of the Sheffield Historical Society cele
brated the church's centennial, and they invited the Danish
M i n i s t e r o f E c c l e s i a s t i c a l A f f a i r s a n d t h e D a n i s h C o n s u l
General in Chicago and their spouses to the festivities.

And. because Dana was also founded by Danish Lutheran
immigrants. Society members invited the College to send par
ticipants as their guests. Dana responded by sending two stu
dent groups, the Choir and the Folk Dancers, and six other rep
resentatives — Choir Director and Mrs. Paul Neve. President
E m e r i t u s a n d M r s . C . C . M a d s e n . a n d M r . a n d M r s . P a u l
Strand. Strand is assistant director of development.

The Choir sang several times, indoors and out, the Dancers
performed (with the visiting Danish dignitaries joining in), and
Dr. Madsen and Paul Strand conducted the Sunday morning
worship service, some of it in Danish, with Madsen giving the
sermon, and Strand serving as deacon. The delegation returned
to the campus with enthusiastic descriptions of an unusual, and
w o n d e r f u l , w e e k e n d .
