Local appeal soars
past $1 million

By year's end, local businessesand res idents had cont r ibu ted
more than $1 million to Dana's
Washington County Appeal.

The Appeal had been under way 11
weeks when the $1 mi l l i on mark was

topped.
The drive is the first phase of the

college's "ADD" campaign, a national
three-year drive that will be launched
this spring. ADD is an acronym for
'Accelerating Dana's Development."

The drive is designed to raise more
than $10 million to help build endow
ment, provide operational support,
increase student scholarships and
academic programs, begin renovations,
improve student services and build a
replacement facility for Old Main.

President Christopherson, in an
nouncing these results, credited the
generosity of local businesses and
residents and the dedicat ion of the
drive's leadership.

"The progress of our campaign thus
far," said Christopherson, "is in no
small part due to the leadership of
Hugh Hunt and Jim Taylor and the
people they enlisted to assist them.

"I'm overjoyed with this response.
This type of support makes us the
envy of every college of our size."

Taylor, president of Taylor Oil and a
Dana regent, said, "It's great that
people continue to recognize how
important Dana is to our community
and have decided to support her. I
have to say that I think relations
between Dana College and the City of
Blair are better now than ever before."

Hunt, president of HuriTel Systems
and recipient last spring of Dana's
College-Community Service Award,
agreed. "People have a very positive
feeling about Dana, and justifiably so,
in my opinion. There was never a
doubt in my mind that we would top a
million dollars in this appeal. My
hat's off to the people of Blair and all
of Washington County." i)

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"A debt of gratitude" . . .
Alumni couple give year to college

Last year a 1954 graduatewrote to P res iden t

Christopherson with an offer
Christopherson couldn't

refuse: The graduate said that he and
his wife, also a 1954 Dana graduate,
were retiring and that they'd like to
give a year of their lives to Dana.

They wanted to thank the college for
the education they and their four
ch i ld ren had rece ived here .

An experienced teacher of
photography and a professional
photographer, the alumnus offered to
teach photography and to create a new
studio and darkroom for black and
white and color photography.

President Christopherson took him
up on his offer, and this year John
and Myra (Vig) Christensen are
members of the Dana community.

John retired last spring from
teaching photography at a college in
Taft, California. His photographs have
been exhibited at the White House and
in the Smi thson ian .

Myra is a former kindergarten
teacher. Their children, all Dana
alumni, are Mark Caroline '84,
Paul '86 and Gretchen '88.

John and Myra moved to Blair early
last summer, and John immediately
started to build an outstanding studio
and darkroom on the first floor of Old
Main's south wing.

He was going to teach Basic
Photography, Intermediate Photography
and Introduction to Photo Journalism,

classes especially useful to students
majoring in communication arts.

On August 24 John and Myra com
pleted work on the darkrooms and ad
joining studio and moved in the rest of
the equipment. Much of it was John's
own, and he was donating it to the
college. He was ready for his students.

The next day fire destroyed Old
M a i n . T h e s u m m e r ' s w o r k w a s l o s t .

But there's a relatively happy ending
to this story. That part of Old Main
housing the new facility suffered
smoke and water damage, and the
walls were weakened, but most of the
equipment was salvaged.

Only temporarily daunted by the
fire, Christensen built a new—but tem
porary and much smaller—darkroom
in the lower level o f the Madsen

Performing Arts Center. Students
welcomed the new class offerings.

Late last summer, before the Fire,
Omaha World-Herald roving reporter
Tom Allan wrote a feature story about
the alumni couple who wanted to pay
"a debt of gratitude" to their college.

Several months later he wrote about
them again. On December 25 Allan's
World-Herald "Nebraska Byways" col
umn praised the hundreds of Nebraska
volunteers, "Santas.. .who give of
themselves in service to make life
better for their communities and their
f e l l o w m e n . "

Among those Allan singled out for
special mention were John and Myra
Christensen.#)

USA Today
ranks college
among "choosiest"

According to a report in theDecember 12 i ssue o f USA

Today, Dana is the "choosiest"
college in Nebraska in terms of
s tudent admiss ions .

The report, which listed the three
"choosiest" colleges in each state,
ranked Dana first, Concordia Teachers
College in Seward second, and Midland
Lutheran College in Fremont third.

According to the newspaper's criteria,
to qualify as "choosy," a college must
accept fewer than 90 percent of its
applicants and have an ACT or SAT
average above the national average. For
1988 graduates the national average
ACT score is 18.8. The average for
1988 Nebraska graduates is 19.8.

Dana accepts 70.5 percent of its
applicants, and those students have an
average ACT score of 20.

According to President Christopher-
son, the USA Today report reinforces
what he and many others already knew.
"Through the years Dana has worked
hard to main ta in academic exce l lence.
I think this report gives credence to
that fact," he said.

Christopherson also credited the
faculty for their efforts to present a
challenging curriculum and maintain
high academic standards. "We expect
a lot from our students," said
Christopherson, "but we give a lot
too. Our faculty members are always
ready to work with individual students
to meet thei r needs.

"Our high expectations of the
students usually translates into high
expectations by our students for their
personal lives. Dana graduates tend to
be successful and responsible upstand
ing citizens and leaders in their com
munities as well as companies."i)

Thank God for the people of Blair!
The challenges facing independent,

liberal arts colleges these days are
considerable. The challenges are par
ticularly great for us inasmuch as
Nebraska lags behind surrounding states
in allocating state tuition assistance
grants to students who choose to attend
independent colleges. Therefore, small,
independent colleges of the church
like Dana depend even more than they
once did upon the generous voluntary
support of alumni, friends and neighbors.

W h e n t h e fi r s t
classes of Trinity
Seminary were
of fe red in the fa l l
of 1884, they were taught in the home
o f R e v. A . M . A n d e r s e n . T h e l a n d f o r
his home was given by Henry B. Dexter,
the developer of the area just north
west of Blair known in those days as
D e x t e r v i l l e . W h e n O l d M a i n w a s b u i l t
in 1886, it was built on a site given by
Dexter and his associate, J.C.W. Kline.
Half of the estimated $6,000 needed to
construct the original Old Main was
contributed by the City of Blair. Later
additions to the campus have also
enjoyed support from Blair residents.
In addition, many joint ventures have
been undertaken by Dana and local
res idents for the benefit o f B la i r and
Dana. Who among us who has attended
Dana cannot point to acts of kindness
shown us by citizens of Blair?

Won't you join me in giving thanks
to all of the people of Blair and
Washington County who have given so
generously of their time, talents and
monetary resources to Dana over the
past 104 years? Dana was founded by
and continues to be a college of the
church and must give its first thanks
to the Dan ish Lu the rans who founded
and ma in ta ined Dana fo r more than
three quarters of a century before we
became a college of the ALC and
more recently the ELCA. However,
we should not ignore the many people
of Blair and Washington County of
many ethnic backgrounds who have
nurtured us through our history. This
year I particularly want to thank the
generous individuals and businesses
who have seen us through one of the
most tragic times in Dana's history,
when Old Main was destroyed by fire
on August 25, just two days before
new students were to arrive for the
1988-89 academic year.

Under the able leadership of Blair
business leaders Hugh Hunt, president
of HunTel Systems, and James Taylor,
president of Taylor Oil, Dana has
enjoyed record support for its ADD
campaign. The ADD campaign is

designed to raise over $10 million in
cash and deferred gifts to increase
Dana's endowment, renovate facilities
and beautify grounds, strengthen
faculty development and student finan
cial aid as well as provide necessary
dollars for an Old Main replacement.
That is a very challenging goal for a
college of 500 students and 7,800
alumni. It is most gratifying to note
that to date Blair residents and
businesses have pledged over a million
dollars in cash to the ADD campaign.
Other college presidents from much
larger communities tell me they would
"give their eye teeth" to have such
support from their communities. We
celebrate lead gifts of a quarter of a
mi l l ion do l la rs f rom Bob and Jeanet te
Hunt and their company. Great Plains
Communications, and another quarter
o f a m i l l i on do l l a r s f r om HunTe l

Systems, a company owned and
operated by Emory Hunt, Jr., and
sons Hugh and Richard. In addition,
19 Blair area residents have pledged
$10,000 or more each, and tens of
others have given gifts of up to
$10,000. In sum, I am proud of and
grateful for the partnership we enjoy
wi th the res idents o f B la i r and

Washington County.
We enjoy more than monetary sup

port from Blair. Approximately a
dozen Blair business leaders have led
the campaign for increased tuition
assistance from the State of Nebraska.
As they stated so forcefully in a recent
visit with Nebraska Governor Kay Orr,
"Dana College and other independent
colleges are among the brightest spots
in the economic development picture
in Nebraska. Dana attracts quality
s tudents f rom wi th in and ou ts ide o f
the borders of our state, offers quality
education, and these students go on to
become outstanding leaders. Colleges
like Dana represent a brain gain rather
than a brain drain to the state. More
over, students and their families spend
money in our communities and bring
cultural and educational enrichment."
Blair leaders have urged the Governor
and the Legislature to increase state
tuition assistance to students who elect
to attend an independent college.

For these and many other acts of
support for Dana College, I give thanks,
and I invite alumni, friends, faculty,
staff and students of Dana College to
offer their thanks to the many generous
f r iends o f Dana f rom B la i r and

Washington County who have helped
us secure a bright future. We couldn't
ask for a more supportive partner.

As we face the challenges of the $10
million plus ADD campaign and
struggle to secure our identity as a
high-quality liberal arts college of the
church, we pray that the support from
Blair will be repeated among communi
ties of alumni and friends throughout
the nat ion.

Dorothy Baxter '34 of New York City
(the sister of Marge '54 Tuveson and
Maxine '53 Kindler) has had a long
career on the stage and in television
commercials, soap operas and films.

The Blair native writes, "When I
fi r s t came t o New Yo rk I aud i t i oned
and got into several Broadway musicals.
The first was 'Sing Out Sweet Land'
in which I played a Floradora Girl
and other parts. This was a panorama
of American history, starring Alfred
Drake and Bur l I ves . Then I wen t i n to

where I sang in the chorus and under
studied various parts."

Early in her career she also did
summer stock at the Papermill Play
house in Millburn, New Jersey, and
on the Mus i c Fa i r s c i r cu i t .

Graduate gets a "tick"
out of making clocks

In 1980 Dana seniors Jim Bordenand Tom Kendall designed and
built a 12-foot, all-wood grand
father clock as an Interim project

and presented it to the college.
The clock wasn't Borden's first, nor

has it been his last.
The 1987 Wartburg Seminary grad

uate now has his own "Hour Shop" in
Wykoff, Minnesota. There he restores
antique clocks, makes wood-geared
wall clocks, tower clocks, grandfather
clocks and hand-carved jewelers'
regulators, and creates his own uncon
ventional "Life Beat" clocks, some of
which are displayed at the Master
Framers Gallery at 262 E. Fourth Street
in St. Paul.

Borden's clocks were recently
described in the St. Paul Pioneer Press
Dispatch by columnist Don Boxmeyer.
Boxmeyer's column was headed, "How
much tock would a wood clock tock—?"

In response to a Review inquiry,
Borden sent an account of his growing
involvement with clockmaking over
the past eight years.

He writes that soon after graduating
from Dana in 1980, he bought wood
working machinery and "started work
ing on making gears the right way."

In 1981 he entered Wartburg Seminary
in Dubuque, Iowa, and in 1983-84
interned in Brooklyn, New York. The

for NPR Playhouse

Sometime next summer you'relistening to National Public
Radio, and you hear:

One hundred years in the future.
Through the years, the atmosphere has
become poisoned, the earth barren.
Yet people have survived.
Some manage to live on the land,
but most have retreated to vast mazes

of tunnels
below the festering surface,
living comfortably in huge subterranean
cit ies.

This is a story from that future.
A story from the lives of the people on
the surface—
and the citizens of.. .the Netherdrome.

Stay tuned. What you're listening to
is NPR Playhouse, and what you're
about to hear is an episode from
"Netherdrome," a 13-part anthology
series created, written and produced
by Barry Anderson '73, president and
producer of the Nebraska Broadcast
T h e a t r e .

The stories in the series, Anderson
says, range "from adventure to love
story, murder mystery to comedy,"
with each episode telling "not only a
complete story, but also exploring
some social, political or cultural
aspect of this possible future."

Anderson says that the stories in the
science fiction anthology "attempt to
foresee what music, art and film may
be like in 100 years, with other
episodes based on space exploration,
genetic engineering and other things
that may affect people's daily lives.

"None of these topics, however, will be
the heart of the story. They will merely
be the background of a drama about
people the listener can identify with."

Anderson asked three groups to
preview his pilot: some science fiction
conventioneers, middle-aged and retired
people who remember the Golden Age
of Radio and young people who grew
up with "Star Wars." He reports that
all three groups were enthusiastic.

Mary Lou Finnegan, senior producer
of NPR Playhouse, also heard an
early version of the pilot and read a
synopsis of the proposed series.
Anderson reports that she "enthu
siastically expressed interest in
distributing Netherdrome nationally."

Over 75 s ta t ions wi l l broadcast the
ser ies nex t summer.

Anderson, creative director for Drake
Advertising in Omaha, said that he
formed the Nebraska Broadcast Theatre
this past year. He plans to do one
series a year for NPR, with a variety
of shows—drama, documentary, and
comedy—as well as science fiction.

Although he's written Netherdrome,
he'd l ike to involve other wr i ters in
future series, with the Nebraska
Broadcast Theatre becoming an outlet
for local actors, writers and directors.

Anderson brings to the project a wide
range of experience. Before joining
Drake Advertising, he was a producer
and media production manager for
Bozell Jacobs Kenyon & Eckhardt's
Omaha office. He's produced local,
regional and national television and
radio ads, video tapes and multi-media
presentations for Eastman Chemicals
Division-Eastman Kodak, Holiday Inn,
Remington Rand and others.

He's also written and produced an
album o f e lec t ron ic mus ic and theme
and background music for commercial
and public television and radio and
has written and performed music for
area theaters. Two of his stage musicals
have been produced, and one of them
published.

Two other a lumni are a lso invo lved
w i th Nebraska Rad io Thea te r :

Nancy (Comfort '75) Anderson, his
wife, is its treasurer and is acting in
several episodes. She's had theater
experience at Dana and has sung for
several recording projects.

And Ryle Smith '73, who acts in
Netherdrome, is a board member. Smith
is senior art director for Rollheiser,
Holland, Kahler Associates. He has also
been art director for Bozell Jacobs.
Smith has an MFA in painting and
drawing. He appears often in Omaha
theater productions and has worked as
a radio personality and musician.#)

Nielsen earns PhD;
t r a n s l a t e s n o v e l
on Danish immigrants

John Mark Nielsen '73, assistantprofessor of English, received
his Ph.D. in English from the
University of Nebraska-Lincoln

o n D e c e m b e r 2 2 .
The subject of his dissertation was

"Kristian Ostergaard's 'A Merchant's
House': A Novel of Danish Immigrant
Life in Early Omaha, Nebraska." The
disser ta t ion cons is ts o f N ie lsen 's t rans
la t ion o f the nove l f rom the Danish
and h is c r i t i ca l in t roduct ion and notes .

In the dissertation's abstract, Nielsen
writes that Ostergaard (1855-1931), "an
immigrant writer, teacher, and pastor
from Denmark, is regarded by many
immigrant historians as one of the most
important Danish-American writers,
publishing collections of poetry, several
histories, and five novels."

Because he wrote in Danish,
Ostergaard is little known in this country.

Four of his novels are set in
Nebraska, and three of them, Nielsen
writes, "are interrelated in that they
trace several members of one family
f rom the i r a r r i va l i n Omaha in t he

early 1870's to their participation in
settling central Nebraska and estab
lishing Danish-American communities
t h e r e . "

"A Merchant's House," the first
novel of this trilogy, was published in
1909. Nielsen descr ibes i t as " the
most intellectual of Ostergaard's novels
since i t reflects a cr i t ical debate in
Danish society, one involving those
influenced by N.F.S. Grundtvig, a
seminal figure in Danish religious life
and a roman t i c w r i t e r who be l i eved
folk culture provided a people's identity,
and Georg Brandes, a proponent of
naturalism and theological skepticism
who saw cultural preservation and
religion as standing in the way of an
evolving modern world."

Nielsen notes that Ostergaard's treat
ment of th is debate "also al ludes to
another important figure in Danish
intellectual life, Soren Kierkegaard."

At the same time, while treating
these issues, Nielsen writes that
Ostergaard "is forced to confront the
American experience and what it
means for the l ives of h is characters."

Nielsen describes "A Merchant's
House" as "an example of a body of
literature, neither foreign nor
American, but like the immigrant,
caught between two worlds."

Mentoring teams
help freshmen

Freshmen arriving at college inthe fell often feel lonely, some
what confused and sometimes

overwhelmed. These are natural feel
ings, according to Dan Travaille, dean
of student services.

To help them adjust to college, this
fell Dana started Freshmen Mentoring
Teams, or FMTs. An FMT consisted
of a faculty member and an upper-
classman (the team leaders) and eight
to ten f reshmen.

The program's goal has been "to
give each freshman a maximum
amount of personal attention during
the first semester," said Travaille, "in
hopes of making the student's first
impression of the college a positive
one and adjustment much easier."

During the first week of orientation,
activities were planned to build
cohesiveness both within and among
the d i f fe rent teams.

"The idea behind the FMTs," said
Travaille, "is to help freshmen through
the first and perhaps most difficult
weeks of college. By the time they're
through the first semester, they should
know at least one faculty member very
well, in addition to an upperclassman
and eight to ten other students."

As part of the FMT program, fresh
men ̂ so attended a semester-long
course called "College Success"
taught by the faculty and student team
leaders . The course covered a w ide

range of topics, from learning good
study habits to stress management.

">^en a smdent finds himself or
herself in trouble during the course of
the semester," said Travaille, "it can
be from several reasons. In 'College
Success' we tried to identify several of
these potential problems and offer
ways to avoid them."

Travaille said that the feculty and
student mentors had the most important
role in the FMTs. Building a close
relationship with the new students on
their teams was an important process.
It was their responsibility to work
closely with the new students, identify
any problems—academic or otherwise—
and help deal with them immediately.

Now that the program is over for
this academic year, how successful
was it? Travaille says that "for a first-
time effort we were very pleased with
the results. We certainly learned a
great deal about what works and what
doesn't. In spite of our first-year errors,
in the evaluations by the students 99
percent rated their feculty leaders as
'good' or 'excellent' and 92 percent felt
the same about their student leaders.

"Overall, 72 percent of the students
rated the FMT program as beneficial
to them, and 78 percent gave a similar
rating to the 'College Success' course."

Travaille said that the ultimate test
of the success of the FMT program,
however, will come next fell "when

we see how many freshmen return to
Dana for their sophomore year. We're
really hoping this program will make
an impact on our retention of students.

"Initial indicators, based on
responses from this year's freshmen
regarding their plans for next year,
give us reason to believe their retention
rate could be as high as 80 percent."

Borden d id mos t o f the
work, which included raising the
structure five feet to make a fu l l base
ment. His shop opened officially on
August 6.

"Working on the building has been
a fun and gratifying activity for the
most part," he writes, "but I'm glad
to get back to making clocks."

In his letter he describes his ideas
about t ime and h is L i fe Beat c locks:

"I'm into making clockworks that
are human-sized or larger. My clock
designs have been becoming more and
more strange in the sense that they
don't look conventionally clocklike,
yet in another sense they resemble
more what time itself might look like
if time looked like anything: whimsical,
sporadic and unpredictable, containing
fragmentary shapes and images, but also
well-ordered, precise and relentless.

"It's kind of like comparing your
random, subjective experience of time's
objective moments and eternities with
the precisely measured pulsations of
the watch on your wrist (if you wear a
watch).

"Notice," he writes, "I didn't say
ticking of the watch, which brings me
to another issue: I'm making a state
ment against—rather creating an alter
native to—the domination of high-tech
electronics in our culture. I think
people find it refreshing to encounter
something that has large moving parts
that they can see, touch and hear.
People around here, being mostly
farmers, have a special appreciation
for things like gears, levers, wheels,
as well as working with their hands.

"I get a kick (a tick) out of making
a clock that looks like total chaos, yet
runs accurately. Again, this is the

incongruity of time, like the melting
watches in Salvador Dali's painting,
The Persistance of Memory.' "
(Borden told columnist Boxmeyer that
he'd like to make a Dali clock out of
wood. "What a challenge that would
be, to make a working wooden clock
that looks like a melting candle."

His letter continues: "Now, a lot of
what I'm saying here about time, etc.,
is what I th ink about af ter the fact .
When I design and build a clock, I
mostly follow whims and impulses. I
rarely make drawings, never detailed
ones; what I imagine rarely looks
right when put on paper. Mostly the
clock is designed as it is built. Certain
shapes and curves appeal to me, any
thing that looks dynamic and suggests
movement and life, so that the clock
as a whole as wel l as the indiv idual

parts and shapes that make up the
clock suggest living things. That's why
I 've ca l led these L i fe Beat C locks . "

Borden's woodworking is beginning
to include pieces for liturgical settings
as well. He's made large candleholders
for the Wartburg Seminary chapel and
a processional crucifix for his wife's
o r d i n a t i o n .

And he's thinking about future clock
projects:

One might be an outdoor 15-foot
wind-powered clock with a wind tur
bine on top that "in an afternoon
could wind up a weight which I hope
wou ld run the c lock fo r a week . "

But his next clock is going to be a
musical clock, "a large cuckoo clock
(about six feet tall) that plays music
and has animated figures that dance
a r o u n d . "
