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The City of Blair

HE CITY OF BLAIR is bheauti-
fully situated on the first ter-
race above the Missouri River bot-
tom lands a mile and a half from
the River. Toward the south and
west the rolling hills rise to a height
of more than two hundred feet above
the City. Reservoir Hill toward the
south and college Hill toward the
northwest mark their highest points.
Several creeks rise in these hills
and drain the site of the City on
their “way to the Missouri. Blair is
a city of homes, housing contented
and prosperous people. In no sec-
tion is it crowded. Kach house has
its garden and adjacent to it a
namber of tall and beautiful trees,
which give a decided park effect to
the whole when seen from the Col-
lege. In Spring it is especially at-
tractive,- the gently rolling prairie
covered with numerous trees and
stretches of vivid green, appealing
strongly as a place to which Nature
herself invites the lover of an ideal
home.

Commercially Blair is favorably
located at the junction of two branch-
es of the C. & N. W. R. twenty-five
miles north of Omaha, to which ecity
it is connected by one of the best
highways in the state. Its business
estableshments and industries amply
care for the demands of the semi-
rural community that surrvounds if
for twentv miles in every direetion.
Throughout this tervitory is a net-
work of excellent roads radiating
from Blair, the county seat of Wash-
ington County. Originally the ity

itself was laid out with wide streets.

Several miles of these have heen
paved during the past vear. A
good sewer system was installed

some time ago. Having the best of
surface-drainage facilities the City
is always a healthful place.

The City is justly proud of its
fine public buildings, its Court House,
Post Office, City Hall, Library and
schools. Of the latter there are two
elementary schools, one combined
junior and senior high school, be-
sides Dana College situated bevond
the city limits but nevertheless serv-
ing the community by offering edu-
cational facilities ranging from those
of the grades to those of a college
and including a well equipped com-
merecial department. Eleven differ-
ent denominations have churches in
Blair.

The City has a strong Chamber
of Commerce and other live civie
bodies. It has a large Community
Chorus and a well-trained band. Re-
cently the Chamber of Commerce has
taken steeps toward making Castet-

ter Park an ideal tourist camping
site.  Furthermore the vicinity a-

round the City from the Elk Horn
River to the Missouri is literally
dotted with beautiful camp and pic-
nic sites.

With Reference to Blair

In the first department of this
issue there is a special seetion de-
voted to the city of Blair.

the College. The article in that de-
department  gives a  comprehensive
view of the eity. But it does not dis-
cuss the relationship  existing  be-
tween the city and the College.
I'rom  the business  standpoint:



the College patronizes the business
establishments of Blair in most
cases In so far as it seems to its ad-

vantage. Naturally it trades with
those establishments that appeal

most directly and most favorably
to it. It may be that certain estab-
lishments in the city have not re-
ceived the desired patronage. This
may have been the case either where
such establishments have mnot bid
for Dana’s trade favorably enough
to receive it, or, in other instances,
where the establishments in ques-
tion and the College have not got-
ten together on a purely business
basis. This may readily be remedied
in the future, as we see it. For we
see no reason, in this case, why we
should mnot patronize home trade
advantageously.

From the social standpoint: the

College takes part in the various
social aspeets of the community
in so far as individuals from
the ecity interest themselves in the
students, the student usually meet-
img such hospitality gladly.

From the educational and cultur-

al standpoint: the College influ-
ences the community, aside from
its curriculum, by directing reli-

gious meetings in the Danish church
on Sunday evenings, and by render-
ing musical selections and programs
at various occasions. Furthermore,
the College renders programs of
general interest every week in the
college auditorium  besides  put-
ting on a lecture course by renowned
speakers every winter. It is the
special desire of the College to make
these lectures worth while to the
whole community.
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Hesperian

The purpose of this organization
is to cultivate keener appreciation
for both Knglish and American liter-
ature on the part of its student mem-
bers. Training in acquirement of the
ease and freedom mnecessary to the
art of self-expression is afforded as
well as the opportunity of convey-
ing individual thoughts and ideas
upon certain subjects assigned for
presentation.

In order that there may be jus-
tice, it is so arranged that cach par-
ticipate in the programs rendered,
at least once during the season or as
often as the membership roll admits.

Programs consist chiefly of read-
ings or declamations of poems and
essays, original or selected. They
have been rendered every two weeks

alternately with the Dannebrog, all
arrangements being entrusted to a
committee chosen for that purpose.

A splendid feeling of unity and
cooperation has manifested itself
throughout this vear’s work not only
from the members of the Hesperian,
but of the Dannebrog as welll A
feature which well expresses this re-
lationship is the Hesperian-Danne-
brog banquet at which a joint pro-
gram is given. :

We need no further proof that
with willing and ecapable members,
encouraged by a faculty showing ac-
tive interest for its growth and prog-
ress we have opportunity sufficient
to develop a literary society that
need be second to none.

Dannebrog

The object in view of the Danune-
brog Society is that its members may
acquire a more intimate knowledge
of Scandinavian history and litera-
ture, at the same time developing
an appreciation for both. Opportun-
ity for practice in addressing an au-
dience in the Danish language with
flueney and ecase of expression is
likewise afforded. The programs al-
ternating in turn with those of the
Hesperian, are also presented cvery
two weeks. The nature of their con-
tents does not vary greatly with that

of the co-literary society and just
as in it, arrangements are in the
hands of a committee. To as great
as possible an extent it has been so
managed that cach member appears
at least once a year in presentation
of some assigned subjeet.

Again we wish to emphasize the
feeling of kind!y relationship and
mutual interest which the Dannebrog
Society has experienced through the
support of the THesperian Society
during the past vear.

All are of such a nature that
they inspire the feeling of reverence
and implant a greater love for God
and His Word. Moreover, in the re-
lations of the students toward one
another they promote the kindred
spirit of Christian fellowship.

IForeign Mission Society

As the most direet and influen-
tial means of arousing interest in
mission work the Foreign Mission
Society is an organization of the
highest importance.

This end has been accomplished
very effectively through the Mission
Study Class, directly under the
auspices of the Society. This year’s
cwork has consisted chiefly in obtain-
ing a comprehensive view of condi-

tions throughout China, Mongolia,
Japan, Korca and Tibet, as seen

from the social, moral and religious
standpoints. Knthusiastic desire to
understand the actual circumstances
and the urgent need of the Gospel
message in these countries has shown
itself common to the various mem-

bers. Naturally, then, we may right-
fully hope that in the future, foreign
missions shall have men and women
from this class enrolled among
their best workers.

[n close harmony with this society
is the widespread Student Volunteer
Movement at  whose State  Conf-
ercence, held February 25—27 at Ire-
mont, Nebraska. Many of the Mis-
sion Society’s members were pres-
ent. Whatever indecision there may
previously have been on the part of
those desiring to become mission-
aries was done away with for a great
number and was replaced by a firm
determination of  purpose, through
a clearer realization of duty and the
need of help.

Spring had just burst
forth, the flowers were
hardly at their best, the
voung bhird had mnot vet

flown lightly awav,—vet Na-
ture was at the height of
her glory; for it was Spring-
time and Life was yvoung.
There was an exuberance of
life abroad. We had drunk
the mnectar of Spring. We
were full of lite. We walk-
ed so buovantly. We work-
ed so vigorously. We pro-
ceeded so surely. We hoped
so  fondly. We  expected
much of Life. Then like a
thunderbolt out of heaven
the sad mnews of Air Maii
Pilot J. T. Christensen’s
death came to us. The trag-
edy of it touched us deeply
Tinus Christensen  was
born in Denmark. When only
four yvears of age his parents
brought him, together with
his brothers and sisters, to
Blair. He was educated in this city
and has had his home here since his
arrival. Shortly after Ameriea be-
came involved in the Great War,
he enlisted in the army air serviee.
He spent two vears at the training
fields in Texas and Florida. Dur-
ing a part of this time he was an
mstructor. After the armistice, he

entered the air mail serviee, in which

service he met his death on April
20th in Cleveland, Ohio. Prior to that
date he had been carrving the mail
between Chicago and Cleveland. The
20th was foggy and he had had
trouble in finding the landing field.
Before he could find it his plane
developed engine trouble. Upon ap-

proaching the ground he found that
he was directly over the citv. Mo
Tinus had come the supreme momeng
of choice. Rather than endanger the
lives of the pedestrians in the erowd-
od streets, he landed on a railroad
right-of-way and was burned to death
beneath his own plane.

The time for his funeral was set
for three o’clock on May the fourth,
at Blair. Farly that morning a flag
was raised to halt mast in the ecity
square and plans for closing all
business places during the funeral
were under wayv., While it was still
morning a fleet of six airplanes ar-
rived from Omaha. In these eame
a number of the eclose friends of



Tinus, coming to payv him a last and
proper tribute. Shortly after noon,
automobiles from all parts of the

surrounding country came gliding
silently into town, their low-hum-
ming almost becoming a part of the
hush that lay over Blair that day.
Fully an hour before the appointed
time the crowd commenced to gath-
er about the City Auditorium, wherc
the services were to be held.

The time drew nearer. The
crowd became more dense. From here
and there ex-service men gathered,
and as a sharp military command
cut the silence, they fell into line,
their uniforms of blue and white and
khaki bringing anew the patriotic
thrill, the quick-spring tear of war-
times to the waiting crowd. Then,
from far-off down the street came
the sound of muffled drums, then
the mourntul notes of the funeral
march. The ex-serviece men came
sharply to salute. The erowd parted
im clean-cut lines, leaving a clear
space for the funeral cortege. Drawn
by four white horses, kept at a slow,
even pace by the uniformed men at
their bits, an artillery caisson, drap-
ed in black, advanced, carrying the
flag-covered casket.

Slowly and reverently the casket
was carried into the hall. The pall-
bearers were friends of Tinus, re-
presenting the three branches of the
service. Then came the honorabie
pallbearers, his friends from the air
service. Then followed a tiny cluster
of civil war veterans,—then the ex-
service men, and finally the surging
crowd.

Rev. Underwood, of the Crowell
Home, read the comforting words in
the second chapter of Hebrews in a
low toned voice; and Prof. P. S.
Vig spoke touchingly in Danish for
the special benefit of the dead man’s
mother. The servieces having ended,
the casket was bhorne on the caisson
to the city cemetery.

Thousands of people clustered
about the marble headstones await-
ing the casket with uncovered heads.
As the caisson approached the fleet
of airplanes commenced cireling far
overhead, hovering like great birds
above the procession. Gradually they
circled lower and lower until—just
as the casket was being lowered—
they swooped down one by one, the
engines momentarily shut off, and
scattered flowers on the grave. The
firing squad fired a last salute. The
bugle sounded the slow, poignantiy
sad strains of ““taps’’. His relatives
and friends lingered while the silent
crowd rapidly dwindled away.

Oh that so noble and so capable a
pioneer in a new and wonderful
line of human endeavor should die
so carly! That he was a pioneer and
a worthy one we know, for by his
good service he had won recognition

im his own country and even in
foreign lands. That he was mnobie

and honorable we doubt not, for he
was deserving of the highest tribute
while still alive. Whatever of honor
and fame came to him nothing could
take the place of the respeet and
reverence he held for his aged moth-
er.
