TRIP TO McCOOK
After considering many means of
transportation, it was decided that
the foothall squad was to travel to
McCook in Chrysler sedans, Pete
Sorensen, Fred Abbot, and the writ-
er were the drivers of the cars ob-

tained from a  ‘“drive-it-yourself’’
company in Omaha. o
Friday morning, Octobér 12, at

7:30 we left Dana amid the cheers
of fellow students. The players
with me were: Merton Jensen, “Fuz-
zy’’ Tilden, “Bub” Hansen, Viggo
Pedersen, and @ifford Nielsen.

The air was very damp and the
roads were very muddy because of
the heavy rain that had fallen the
night before. Regardless of weather
conditions, ev-eryjone was in good
humor,—this trip was the one we
had been looking forward to ever
since school began.

Leaving Blair we went to Omaha
and there filled our gas tanks Dbe-
fore going on toward Lincoln. The
roads from Omaha to Lincoln were
good; =0 we drove quite fast. Be-
fore we had reached half way to
Lincoln Pete passed us, but we fol-
lowed him to Gretna, where he stop-
ped, We were to meet our first “hard
luck” shortly after this in the na-
ture of a flat tire. We hurriedly
changed the tire and had the “flat’’
fixed in Lincoln.

When we left Lincoln, at 11:25,
Merton Jensen took the wheel and
drove the rest of the day. We stob—
ped at Milford only long enough to
eat our dinner and fill the car with
gas and oil; then we sped on west-
ward. The road was good as long as
we stayed in the center, but if we
got too far to the one side, it was
soon discovered that the mud was
too soft for fast driving. By this
time Merton gave us a ‘‘scare’” by
almost hitting a mail box by the
roadside.

whose intelligence was estimated by
their ability to answer political ques-
tions. The Democrats proved to be
the superior, intellectually.

Each party them reorganized for
a pep meeting.
