IN NEW GYM

Ten thousand Swedes might have
come through the weeds, but it cer-
tainly made ten thousand.

The game was featured by the
splendid defense work of the Dana
team. The whole team defended the
goal as if they were a stone wall
instead of human beings. “Mert’” and
“Tubby” were s0-called ‘‘bears’” on
defense, while the rest of the play-
ers carried out the offense splend-
idly.

‘“Abbie’”” snagged the ball in the
early moments of the game and
“sank” a beautiful field goal for
the first points of +the contest.
“Mert”” followed suit and ‘“‘rang up
another counter” for two more
points.

BYM FUND LACKS
ONLY 13 PER CENT
TO BE COMPLETE

We have some good news which
we want to share with you—and
then we want you to help us make
the news even better by the end of
next month.

You know we had about 1100
names on the subscription list for
the Dana Auditorium-Gymnasium,
totaling about $33,000. The build-
ing, as you know, is long since com-
pleted and is on its second year of
usefulness. Yes, some will say, but
it is not yet paid for—and that is
true too, but LISTEN!

Of the approximately 1100 sub-
scribers, all but about 140 have paid
their subscriptions IN FULL, less
than 13 per cent still unpaid and
many of these have paid one or
more installments. $22,708.01 has
been paid in cash. Mr. Thomsen is
paying interest on his note of $7500,
which meansg that $30,208.01 of the
cost of the building is taken care
of. But the balance, or the 140 un-
paid (or partly unpaid) subscrip-
tions amounting to $2821.75 repre-
sents a loan on which we are pay-
ing interest. So you see why we are
anxious to get the remaining sub-
scriptions paid. Interest on the in-
dividual pledge is negligible, but
when the sum approximates $3000
it is a matter of concern—thig in-
terest item.

The building has cost us consid-
erable more than at first estimated,
as is usually the case when you
build. vou know. We thoneht we
would be entirely safe by over-sub-
scribing the estimated cost of the
building ($30,000) by 10 per cent,
but it is going to be hard to make
it. There has now been paid out
$32,818.11, (some refund on inter-
est to be deducted), so you see our
margin is very small. But still, by
getting all subseriptions paid in be-
fore the end of our fiscal year, May
1, we believe we will be able to re-
port to our annual Convention at
Elk Horn, that the building is paid
in full—AND NO DEBT. Wonder-
ful? Yes, we think so, and we are
so very grateful to Dana’s many
