Many higih school "racliiates, when tlie.y decide which college they
wi.slij to attend nsually, make alist almo.st exclusive of small colleges.
The advantages of attending asmall college during the first two
years of college life are overlooked. ^Yhen one compares colleges, at¬
tention is given to the total enrollment rather than the college life.
One becomes so affected by this one phase that the small colleges are
immediately eliminated from the list.

Before .such eliminations are made the advantages of spending two
years at asmall college ought to be considered. There is the person¬
al attention that the instructors are able to give students. It is prac¬
tically impossible in schools with large enrollments where instruct¬
ors have too many s.tudents in aclass to give personal attention toj
individual students. Thus astudent is able to get abetter foundation i
upon which to build. Every student has his special difficulties. Here
apersonal relation between teacher and students is of special value.

The .social phase of asmall college is another advantage, e.special-
iy in adenominational school. The students come into contact with
one another and have afeeling of interest in one another. IStndent
life in such acollege may be likened to alarge family. In alarge
college this intimate relationship is greatly lacking. Under such con-
ilitions avaluable part of student life is lost, especially the religious
influence of denominational schools. In smaller colleges students with
the same ideals and religion come together. Not only are they much
alike in thes. respects, hut students of such aschool are more of a
select grouj). Xaturail.\- many of the unpleasant sides of school life
are eliminated, bo we see the advantages of small colleges.
