Dr. G. K. Rubrecht introduced the
topic, “Why should we have witness-
es?” Some of the reasons advanced
by this speaker were:

1. Since the Gospel has been
preached and followed for nearly
2000 years and ccaferences which
have been held for a revaluation of
Christianity have dccided in itg fav-
or because of its worth and need,
it becomes the Church’s duty to pro-
claim the Gospel message to all man-
kind.

2. Christ’s last wo'ds on this earth

are summed up in the Great Commis-
sion to ‘“Go out and proclaim the
Gospel to all natiors.”
A deeper reason for witnessing
than the outward command is the
inward urge or the impelling love of
Jesus, which should be the motive
for all missionary eundeavors. Unless
the constraining love of Jesus is the
driving force for missionary activi-
ties they are useless and harmful.

In conclusion the ‘speaker said,
‘These reasons for missionary ac-
tivity never change, because in this
changing world we serve a change-
less Christ.”

In opening of our second meeting,
Dr. Vartanian, said, ‘“The most es-
sential factor in life is a Christo-
Centric message.” To convey this
message to men, Christians must fol-
low Christ’s examp.e. One notices

Rev. J. I, Nielsen Speaks

To Convention
Group

Standard

“Christ the of Life"
the subject the Lutheran Stu-
dent Association of America shas
assigned me for this morning's ser-
mon. Christ is the standard of life
because He was the Master of Liviné.
He is the only one in history who
ever mastered that problem, which
is an ever present one to all sincere
minds.

As I am largely speaking to stu-
dents, let me first of all call your
attention to the fact that Christ is
the standard in wisdom. During His
discussion with the wise men of His
day, when He at the age of twelve
met with them in the Temple, the
record says that He was ‘‘asking
them questions” “and all . . .. were
amazed at his understanding.” You
may not know it, but a teacher
judges a student’s understanding as
much by the questions he asks as
by the answers he gives, In Christ’s
later life His answer was always
ready. He never hesitated, nor asked
for time to consider, and He never
altered or modified anything He had
once said. Now, please notice that it
does not say that the doctors in the
Temple were amazed at His knowl-
edge or scholarship, but that it was
His understanding which amazed
them. He had read the same Old
Testament as they had read, but
He had done and continued to do
what no one else ever did to the
same degree, He thought about what
He read. He put His whole soul and
mind into the things He learned -and
saw the deep underlying meaning
of {hings. All through this is the
truly amazing thing about Christ’'s
understanding.

The President of an eastern col-
lege once made a comparison by say-
ing a certain thing was as rare as
for ‘‘college students to have a
thought.” Whatever of truth there
may be in this statement, it is cer-
tain that our all too shallow under-
standing of life’s problems comes
from our superficial thinking.

But why did Christ have this
understanding of things?
There can be no doubt that it was
because of His true evaluation of

Rev.John G.Shick,D.D.
Addresses Students

Rev. John G. Shick, D.D., of the
Crowell Home, Blair, spoke to the
student body during the chapel hour
Thursday morning. He presented
very vividly the work which has been
and is being done at the prison in
Chicago. He visited it for the first
time about thirty years ago, and
made another visit recently.

The prison is divided into three
departments, one for men, one for
Loys under sixteen years of age, and
one for women. Each (l'epartment
has a motto: the boys’ motto is,
“Obey orders.” Rev. Shick explain-
ed that to obey orders was one of
the things which the boys were
taught. For the benefit of the in-
mates they have regular schools, the
same as the city of Chicago, so that
when the boys have finished their
term they can enter the schools in
the city, The boys have also an Op-
portunity of learning different
trades for their life work.

The motto of the nfen’'s depart-
ment is, “Keep clean.” ‘When the

v Every day brings to us wounderful opportunities, but if we do not
use them they pass silently away, never to return. Lost wealth may
Le regained by industry and economy, lost knowledge by study, lost
health by correct living, but lost time is gone forever. ‘

One of the common expressions heard is, ‘‘Oh, it’s only five or
ten minutes to mealtime; there’s no time to do anything now.’’ But
many people have achieved great success by using these small a-
mounts or fragments of time, which many of us throw away. These
moments if properly used may insure suceess.

Nearly all of the great men made good use of their leisure. Lincoln
studied law during his spare hours while tending fthe store. Robert
Burns wrote many of his works while farming. Gladstone and many
others kept little books in their pockets so they could make use of
unexpected spare moments. What a rebuke such a life is to thou-
sands of men and women who throw away spare moments, which if
put together would equal months and nearly years of time.

The present time is the time to form the future. We should not
brood over the past or dream of the future but seize the present and
make use of the available opportunities.

There is no one who fully realizes the value of an hour. An hour
a day may make an ignorant man a well-informed man. It may mean
the existence between bare existence and happy useful living. Let us
comsider the mighty possibilities of a few hours a day.

The way one uses his spare moments reveals traits of his character.
There is some truth in saying that the majority of the youths who
foliow the path of ruin arve demolished through misuse of the evening
hours. Most of those who achieve fame or honor devote their even-
irgs to worthwhile pursuits.

Time is valuable, of course, we should not be stingy with it, but
we should not throw away an hour any more than we would throw
away a dollar bill. Waste of time means waste of energy and waste
of. eharacter. [t means the waste of opportunities which will never
return.

[Let us all then use our spare moments beneficially and thereby
make ourselves usetul, honored, and happy. R. L.

It may sound very comamon-
place when He says that the body
is of more value than eclothing—the
life more than the food—and the

han all the world, but
very truths wupon
h His life-view and all His work
built. He said man's life does
not consist in the things he possess-
es, and yet Christ ate good food and
wore good clothes. He never under-
estimated the wvalue of food and
clothing, but He ever kept clearly
before His mind the difference be-
tween eternal and temporal values.
Never for a moment were these con-
fused in His mind, and therefore
He had a perfect understanding of
things and His judgment was infal-
lible.

There were, at least, five reasons
for Christ's true evaluation of things.

1. The absolute sincerity which
tilled His heart at all times and un-
der all eifcumstances. No one who
has studied His life can doubt this
labsolute sincerity. Satan was im-
pressed with it when Christ said to
him: ““Get thee hence!” Peter knew
it when Jesus rebuked him by say-
ing “Get thee behind me, Satan!”
The Pharisees had no doubt heard
about it after He had pronounced His
sevenfold woe on them.

2. He was absolutely free from
worldly ambitions, When He was of-
fered ‘‘all the kingdoms of the world
and all their glory’” he refused it
and chose the Way of the Cross.
When, after the feeding of the five
thousand, they were going to take
Him and make Him king by force,
He left them and went into the
mountains to pray. When the great
throngs shouted their loud ‘‘Hosan-
nas” and hailed Him as king, He
walked into the Temple court and
out the dealers in oxen and
sheep and overthrew their exchange
tables. Let us test our lives by His.
The one who is filled with worldly
ambitions is unable to truly distin-
the value between the eternal
the temporal.

made it possible for Him to properly
evaluate things was His manly moral
courage. It requires manly moral
courage to put the right value on
things, because it means standing
alone in one's judgment. Christ made
abundance of bread for the multi-
tudes who had been without food for
only about three days, while He re-
fused to make bread for Himself af-
ter He had fasted for forty days and
nights. When Pilate in his private
conversation with Christ showed a
very friendly attitude towards Him
and the right word might have set
Him free, He refused to speak that
word, even to the extent of arousing
Pilate’s indignation. When His ene-
mies bound Him in the Garden He
refused ‘to call into w@ction those
twelve legions of angels that were
hovering near, ready to do His bid-
ding. Anyone's manly moral cour-
age shows itself in what he refuses
to do quite as much as in what he
does. Let us test our lives by His!

4. The fourth reason for His true
evaluation of things is to be found
in His prayer-life. During those lon'g'
nights of solitary prayer Christ not
only communed with His Father be-
cause of the eternal love which ever
drew Him to the Father, but here
He kept His soul atune to the eternal
verities and kept clearly before His
vision the true perspective. Here He
also did what Mrs. Herman says in
her book ‘‘Creative Prayer’’: ‘“‘Here
He heard the cry of the world's life
and looked deep into its heart.”
Without solitary prayer, no one can
ever attain to the true view of things.
Are our souls atune to the eternal
verities and do we hear the cry of
the world’s life?

5. Finally, Christ’s true evalua-
tion of things is based upon His per-
fect trust in the Father, K He knew
He was in full accord with the Fa-
ther's will and nothing was of real
value except that. Therefore, in His
deepest agony in the Garden, when
He seemed to doubt His own judg-
ment in determining the eternal val-
ues, His perfect trust found expres-
sion in His “Thy will be done!"”

Thus Christ had His deep and un-
| failing understanding of things be-

| of
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cause He always put the right value
on things. We may now mention five
results of this true evaluation.

1. The first was His human at-
titudes. His attitude toward men was
new and unique. It was revolution-
ary in its reactions. Nothing exter-
ior deceived His eye. The leper, the
outcast, the fallen, the burdened, the
women, the children, and also the
proud felt this new attitude.

2. Next He showed a singleness
of purpose as no one else ever did.
Through all He said and did He nev-
er had more than one ultimate pur-
pose—the restoration of the lost soul
to its God. Those whose faces were
in the dust He lifted up and declar-
ed to them the forgiveness of their
sins. “Thy sins are forgiven,” “Thy
faith hath made thee whole’ are ex-
pressions which were frequently on
His lips. “To seek and to save that
which is lost'” was His own declared
purpose, and neither His popularity
at certain ~tinjes, nor the qrowds
leaving Him on account of His “hard
sayings,” nor yet the attacks of His
foes, ever caused Him to lose sight
for a moment of that one purpose.
He lifted up those in the dust, but
He also beat down the pride of the
haughty and exposed their insincer-
ity to the severity of His denuncia-
tions.

3. Because He never mistook val-
ues, He could give Himself with
whole-hearted devotion to His call.
He forgot His earthly mother, when
she anxiously sought Him for three
days, because He was so taken up
with His Father’'s business. He for-
got His hunger at noon on a hot
journey in order to instruct a bad
woman in the deepest truths of His
religion. He remembered not His
own excruciating pain, after many
hours on the Cross, in order to speak
a word of comfort to a dying thief.
Why does our call not absorb us
more than it does? Is it not because
we place too great a value on the
trivial things of life?

4. The next result of His evalua-
tion of things was a life of loving
service. He truly served men. Men
have searched the world of religious
literature in order to find parallels
to His teaching, and with some
stretech of imiagination not a few of
such can be presented, though a care-
ful study of them will not make the
similarity very striking, but no-
where has a life been found that was
literally filled with such loving serv-
ice. In this, at least, He stands em-
phatically alone in the whole history
of humanity.

5. The last result, though this is
the greatest by far, I wish to men-
tion is His supreme sacrifice. In His
death, He gave real life for real val-
ues, and these values in His own
estimation were the souls of men—
the very sinners who put Him to the
death. He suffered real agony and
pain for real sin—that of others. He
died a real death that dying man
might attain to real life—the only
real life.

Christ is the standard of life, but
He more than that. Yet we

shall never know how far our lives

is far
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fall short of their eternal standard
until we with sincere hearts measure
them by His life. No one will ever
truly be able to make His the stand-
ard of his own life unless Christ is
through faith allowed to live His
life in him. Only as His life is lived
in us shall we be able to reach out
toward this standard.
