“Why, no,” I said, “they are the
least free of all the peoples of the
earth. For they live under a ty-
rant, and one not a whit more
merciful than Procrustes: For
Procrustes forced all over whom he
could obtain power to become stan-
dardized, fitting them to that bed
of his and lopping off the feet of
those that were too long, but rack-
ing and stretching the limbs of
those that were too short, so that
the bodies of all should conform to
the same mould. But the tyrant
who rules the Americans—or all
whom he can master—is worse
than Procrustes, for he seeks to
fashion and control mot the body,
as is the way of ordinary tyrants,
but the soul itself. He standard-
izes their souls wherever he is
strong.”

Cases Reveal
Ancient Books

Modern clothes, modern furnish-
ings, modern books, everything
modern around us. At least we
would like to have it so. But we
admit that we enjoy seeing and
handling things of the past. In
America  and especially in the
Middle West we have so little of
historical relics and aged cathe-
drals and universities. Perhaps
that is the reason that when we
can lay hands on old things we
collect and preserve them with the
avarice of a miser,

In the college library, we have
displayed for inspection a show
case of old books, many of them
centuries old. Their pages are
vellow and crisp, their bindings
are cracked and the quaint brass
clasps and bands on many of them
have lost their former glow and
are now dull and black.

Pérhaps one of the most inter-
esting of the volumes in the show-
case is a huge Danish Bible dated
1539. This book was on exhibition
at A ‘Century of Progress Exposi-
tion in Chicago. A highly illustra-
ted fly leaf and many pages of
pictures reveal the medieval con-
cept of the Biblical stories. The
characters f the stories are dres-
sed in medieval garb and set in
scenes familiar to the people of the
Middle Ages. The Old Testament
has a preface by Doct. Martini
Lutheri.

German, Danish, Norwegian,
Latin and English psalm books,
story bocks and history books are!
scattered among the Bibles and
catechisms. The title page of an
old book dated 1559 reveals a
wealth of theological theses writ-
ten in Latin. A Bible, the trans-
laton of Luther, 1665, is arresting
because of its cruds map of the
Eastern Mediterranean area. Two
histories of England, 1816, by
Smollet (2 v.) and by Hume (4 v.)
would be interesting research read-
ing material.

One of the most outstanding
collections is an eight-volume set
of the works of Martin Luther
published shortly after his death
in 1546.

News Week of March 7 devotes
its “Religion Column” to a report
on the Detroit Institute, held under
the auspices of the Free Church of
Fellowship and the 'Comittee on
‘Social Fellowship of the Central
Church Methodist, Detroit, of
which Dr. Fred. B. Fisher, former
Bishop of India, is the pastor. It
entitled the article “Seeking Line
between Christanity and (Capital-
ism.” However, the official pro-
gram entitled it “A Symposium on
Religion in Relation to Commun-
ism, [Fascism, the Totalitarian

State, Secular State Socialism.”
Anxious to catch the atmosphere
of - such: an assemblage from  a
Lutheran standpoint, the NEWS
BULLETIN asked the Rev. L. H.
Schuh, of Toledo to attend its ses-
sions. We report on the Institute
through Dr. Schuh’s reactions.

He writss “I thank you for send-
ing me. It was a revelation. I
was in a netw world!” He thinks
that the group represented there
“are trying to transform the State
and we are trying to transform the
individual.” The Free Church Fel-
lowship, he found,, is, “a coopera-
tive movement of liberal churches
and individuals.”. He reports six
hundred registered delegates. We
quote Dr. Schuh more fully in the
followng paragraphs. v

“It was attended by Unitavians
whose spirit was much in evidence,
Jews, Roman Catholics, Methodists
and others. No Lutherans appear-
ed on the program.

“There was a battery of dynamic
speakers who were globe trotters,
who had information gathered by
obsrvation and who had the ability
to put their messge across.

“Here are some subjects that
were discussed. The Church and
Politics. Rev. Geo. Mechlenberg,
D. D.,, wanted greater cooperation
between the Church and State.
There was more reason for a totali-
tarian Churech than for a totalitar-
in State. The !Church must fulfill
ity mission as a prophet and set
forth the moral ideals which the
State is to Follow.

““What I saw in Mexico,” Father
Geo. A. MeDonald. Setting forth
the plight of the Roman Catholic
Church in Mexico and largely
defending its action in the past
four hundred years.

“What Kind of a Religion Can
Meet the Needs? Rev. Albert
Dieffenbach, D. D. His answer
condensed to asingle sentence was:
‘One that will suit Unitarians,
Jews, Catholicy, Mohammedans,
Buddhsts, ete. No mention made
of the need of a Saviour.”

“Under: ‘Religion and Commun-
ism’ and ‘Soviet Russia’s Answer
to the World’s Needs,” Sherwood
Eddy, LL. D, certainly dressed
Communism up in a new suit.” He
said it was a religion identical in
meet respects with the Christian
religion, that it had produced such
fruits in Russia as the Christian
religion had never in all its his-

tory produced in any land on earth.
It had given Social Justice to the
underprivileged; it had. produced
a classless society in ‘which all were
equal; it had done for children,
women, criminals. and prostitutes
what no Christian 1and had ever
done; and that it would change the
histery of the world. He thinks
that it will usher in the Kingdom
of Heaven on earth,

Under Religion Under a Totalit-
arian State and Religion Under a
Dictator, Rev. John H. Holmes, D.
D., most scintillating orator of the
Institute, and according to the
chairman the outstanding pulpi-
ieer of America, sounded the death
knell of Protestantism in Germany
and o the United States, and pro-
phecied that Catholicism would
outride the present storm. He
fired his heavy artillery against
Capitalism and foretold its early
disintegration. Protestantsm be-
cause it had alligned itself with
Capitalism would share its fate.
The Church in America, instead of
being free was the tool of the State
and wouuld share its fate.

Lack of space forbids more than
the mention of other subjects all
ably discussed from the standpoint
of the Institute. The 'Church and
Social Reconstruction; Democracy
and Dictatorship in the Lght of

Christianty; Social Justice and
International Finance; Can We

meeting as that of godly commun-
ists. [(Certainly there is a tidal
wave rushing on and over the world
This group of intellectual giants
and globe trotters was seriously
trying to study and solve the prob-
lems that are vexing this old world
and are threatening to destroy it.
But most of them were leaviing
IChrist out of the picture. It is all
