We have all the “good
times” we can, which so often means wasting our time and that of
others. - We don’t belong here and we feel it, vaguely, but it doesn’t
cost us anything and we have no great responsibility so why should
we leave? -

Some of us come to college to prepare ourselves for business.
We have no other purpose, we don’t care about ?ny'studles t}}at
won’t help us in business later on. All of our studying is done with
the one thought in our minds: “Will it help me to make a living
later on in life?” We avoid all the studies that are called classical
—they don’t bring bread and butter. We don’t care much about
college itself, or learning. Certainly, if we could have _found a
purely business school that was cheaper, or faster, or handier, that
would have suited us much better.

Some of us, and we are comparatively few, come for the pure
love of learning. True, we have to study things that will help us
tc earn at least a living after we are graduatgq but out interest is
in books, in ideas, thoughts, and in people as living things. Most Qf
us have a hard time to get, here, but few sacrifices are too great if
only we can satisfy, to some extent, that deep longing for life and
understanding. We feel an intense desire to answer for ourselves
some of those problems that baiffle us—and the rest _of the world.
Iz gives us pain to see others wasting the opportunities that have
come to them so easily—we wish that we could give ourselves freely
tc our learning without having to face the problem of earning our
way at least for a few years. That would be complete joy!
