A M E R I C A A S L E E P

We received aletter recently from afriend far removed, and
it made us think. “It’s about time,” wrote he in effect, “that we
Americans wake up and see what’s happening in our own impreg-
nably democratic nation.” Our friend was referring to late, signi¬
ficant happenings in the eastern states, happenings which cannot
fail to make every citizen at least momentarily thoughtful.

Living as we do in apragmatically experimental country, we
are subject to criticism which often assumes 'active and reprehensible
forms. For over acentury and ahalf we have been nurturing and
pract ic ing the pol icy of representat ive democracy. In order to be
an immanent American one must have fai th in apopular const i tu¬
ency, and show aversion toward any effort to bilk our people into
an autocrat ic subjugat ion by s in is ter, thunder- lov ing powers. But
how far and how actively one should carry his aversion is adiffi¬
cult question, for one can hardly decry the rights of freedom of ex¬
pression as granted by our guardian Constitution. Even in times of
apparent danger to fundamental Amer icanism, should ant i -Amer i¬
can measures be taken for defense against in iqui tous in t ruders?
Should Americans uphold their ideals of fair play until it is too late
to play at all? ,

The Uni ted States now stands as an unspoi led model be ing
constructed by an intense artist whose disillusioned' confrere achieves
grat ification by marring his brother pract i t ioner ’s masterpiece. Wil l
the sincere art isan knowingly al low his product to become muti l¬
ated? Obviously no! But wi l l the same sincere ar t isan be wi l l ing
to accept guileless criticism? Naturally—for he knoy/s, if he is sin¬
cere, that he is unable to analyze his labor from every side, and
therefore cannot approach perfection unaided.

Then shou ld we Amer i cans s i t by wh i l e ou r l and a l l eged l y
grows more honeycomed each day with emissaries of various god¬
less “isms”? It is to be feared that we have become too comforted
by the thought, that “if he time ever comes, we can get up and clear
out this country like it should be.” But why await certain trouble
when i t can be ea i r l y cu rbed . Cr i t i c i sm we we lcome. The ve ry
existence of dissenting persons is criticism in itself and indicates
that our present system of government is not perfect in operation.
In time we will make use of these judgments and eradicate ineffi¬
c i e n t m e t h o d s t h a t n o w o b t a i n .

Our pioneering days aren’t concluded; we’re still pushing bar¬
riers ahead, .perhaps not in territory, but in knowledge and crea¬
tion. Do you remember the old style vigilantes who molded law
and order in to a tenac ious force?
