Mercola, Adventurer,
Tells of Experience
in Antarctica

Raymond Mercola, life member
of the Adventurer’s Club and
member of the Byrd Antarctic
expedition, gave a short talk last
Thursday morning on his trip
to the South Pole with Rear
Admiral Richard E. Byrd.

Mr. Mercole st ted that he had
visited practically every country
in the world and had travelled
one hundred and fifty thousand
miles. In 1928, =t the age of 17,
he tried to join the Byrd Antarc-
tic Expedition at New York City.
He was unable to do so because
of his age, but he, discovering
that the expedition was to make
its headquarters at Dunedin,
went first to Seattle, then San
Francisco and finally to New

Zealand, where he walked four
hundred miles to Dunedin.

He signed to work for two years
at 1¢ per month and at his own
risk. This low wage was paid
because the expedition had only
a limited amount of funds and
was not intended to be a profit-
able venture.

Mr. Mercola cencluded by say-
ing that in his cpinion, Admiral
Byrd is one of the finest men in
the world.

The Pharisee as apparently blessed in special ways. But he
erred when he credited these blessings to himself and exalted
himself. He left God almost entirely out of the picture. He was
himself the source of his good fortune. At least he considered
himself the source in so far that he thought himself to have
merited his station in life. The Pharisee likewise thought that
the Publican had merited his lowly and miserable station.

We are fortunate in America. The truth of that will not be
disputed. But I wonder if there wouldn’t be a difference in
opinion, if not a dispute, if the man on the street in America
should be asked why we are fortunate in America. Would he not
answer in substance that we are fortunate in America because
we have merited it? To be sure the danger lies around us as it
did the Pharisee and there are new victims of self exaltation
every day.

We in America need to recognize the truth of these words of
Job, “Man....is of a few days and full of trouble.” We need to
recognize our sinful nature, and that we have nothing for which
to be exalted. We need to know that our days are few, and that
there is not one of us who is “able to add one cubit to his stature.”
Realizing this with mind and heart, who is there among us who

will not be forced to smite himself and say over and over again,
“God be merciful to me a sinner”? AXK.

Professional basketball at its best will be demonstrated in the
Dana Gym, Tuesday, December 17, when the Dana Vikings meet
the Harlem Globe Trotters. The Globe Trotters, a fine, colored
team, are the national professional basketball champions. They
won that title in a post-season play-off tournament with the top-
flight professional teams at Chicago. In the semi-finals they de-
feated the Oshkosh All-Stars, and then, in the finals, they trounced
the New York Rennaissance club.

The Globe Trotters are beginning their fourteenth season as a
traveling team. They hold an impressive record of 1,868 victor-
ies out of 1,999 games played during this fourteen year span. This
gives them a victory percentage of .939. They traveled 35,000
miles last year from Pennsylvania to Vancouve: Island, British
Columbia, and lost only three games during this extensive road

s ‘tour.

An all-veteran Omaha TUni-
versity basketball team soundly
trounced the Dana Vikings, 60-22,
last Wednesday night at the col-
lege gym. Paced by Ronnie Sal-
yards, all conference Omaha
center who chucked in eight bas-
kets for sixteen points, the In-
dians scored at will against the
fighting Danes.

The Indians took a command-
ing lead in the first quarter by
scoring 16 points to Dana’s 0.
They increased their margin to
29-7 at half-time. After the in-
termission, Omaha came came
back to lead 45-14 at the end of
the third quarter.
