Students Escape Death
In Wreck of Dana Bus

Bus Demolished, Woodworth |

Suffers Cracked Vertebrae,
Taken to Omaha Hospital

Six Dana students narrowly
escaped death when the college
bus overturned north of Blair on
the morning of April 29. The
body of the bus was completely
demolished and it was only by a
miracle that death did not take
its toll. The bus went of the road
on the right shoulder, came back
on the pavement, rolled over,
finally coming to rest on its
wheels in the ditch on the left
side of the road.

Still in the Methodist Hospital
in Omaha is Don Woodworth, the
driver, who suffered cracked
vertebrae and ribs. When the
bus finally stopped, Marion
Truhlsen was the only person
left in the bus, the other five hav-
ing been thrown onto the pave-
ment., With the exception of Helen
Bentley, whose neck was dislocat-
ed, the others suffered only minor
cuts and bruises.

The only witness to the acci-
dent was a rural school teacher
who stated that the bus seemed

to leap into the air and then roll
over and over. She was unable
to give any reason for the acci-
dent. Passing motorists picked
up the injured and rushed them
to the Blair Hospital where they
were given emergency first aid
treatment.

{ Hilltop Views
Protest against Protest

“This article is designed to be a protest against”
L.M.A’s protest and “a warning of the dangers ac-
companying” the reoccurance of such protests and
warnings of danger.

Few would favor blood-curdling chapel speeches
which would provoke insane dervish dances of war,
but it is an insipid and inane chapel service that has
as its highest purpose to be ‘“a retreat from the sin
of mankind.” Many escapists are in institutions be-
cause they could not meet the problems and sins of the
world, but these institutions were not established to
groom men for responsible positions in the world’s
society. May we still be permitted to believe that this
institution is not merely a combination of monastery,
reform-school, and winter resort and that its chapel
services contribute to the making of Christian person-
alities who will be influences in the world for good
and God. Associations with students of this and other
campi compel one to observe that their need, and often
their desire, is for chapel talks from the type of man
wanted to replace Madam Perkins—two-fisted and
plentifully supplied with intestinal fortitude. Most
students are fed-up on the nauseous and silly back-
slapping that characterizes much that passes for psy-
chological approaches to adolescents.

Perhaps a sanctimonious feeling may play upon the
spirits of those who count themselves impartial to either
Germany, England, or Denmark, but it is not the Spirit
of Christ that persuades men to condone criminal acts
of individuals in Blair or of marauding hordes plunder-
ing the old world. Neither is it Christian to be indif-
ferent to injuries inflicted upon fellow-Christians or
to disparage the feelings of those who vicariously are
injured and pray for deliverance from the curse in-
flicting pain. The world could very well contain more
Jeremiahs who are hurt by the hurt of the peoples. So
am I convinced, but I will not wield a cudgel and
by bludgeonings coeresincere minds who continue to
struggle with the dilemma between ideals and actual
life. (cp.

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Auditorium Fills to
Capacity for Choir
Home Concert

‘“‘One of the best Concerts,”’
Says President Siersbeck

“It’s one of the best home con-
certs we've ever heard,” was the
pronouncement of President
Siersbeck on the program of the
Dana Choir Sunday evening,
May 4th, in the college auditor-
ium. Other words of commen-
dation and appreciation were
heard from many in the ‘full-
house’ audience that attenedd the
concert.

The choir of 36 voices, a some-
what smaller group than in pre-
vious years, had just returned
from a concert tour through Wis-
consin, so voices of the singers
were in good trim. In his first
year as director of the Dana
Choir, Professor Link has pro-
duced a group eminently worthy
of the tradition of the organiza-
tion from years past.

The program was characterized
by much soft legato singing, tune-
fully executed, with only an oc-
casional exhibition of power and
brilliance.  The selection of
music was pleasingly varied,
ranging from Palestrina to the
ever popular negro spirituals. In
their interpretation of the music
by Russian composers, both bass
and soprano sections proved ade-
quate to the extremes of vocal
register characteristic of the Rus-
sian school.

Directing without baton, and
employing unusual gestures with
a seeming total lack of restraint,
Professor Link secured good re-
sponse from his choir. For the
most part, there was crisp pre-
cision of attack and release, and
crecendos and diminuendos were
smoothly done. Probable most
skillfully executed number was
“Alleluia! Christ is Risen” by
Kopolyoff.

Very effective was the spirit-
ual “Swing Low” in which Mar-
tha Jensen’s rich soprano voice
provided the solo. Homer Niel-
sen came through with his usual
good rendition of the solo in “Den
store hvide Flok.” And as al-
ways, Miss Jean Larson’s mellow
contralto in “Beautiful Savior”
proved highly pleasing to the
audience.

The Invasion of 1899

Though celibacy never was list-
ed as a cardinal virtue in Luth-
eran doctrine, there was, never-
theless, a certain monastic at-
mosphere over our school in ear-
ly years. As late as 1897 this
writer had his engagement ring
frowned upon in the office on re-
gistration day on the theory that
romance and study are as incom-
patible as fire and water.

In a theological seminary and
preparatory school of that day
masculinity reigned in solitary
supremacy. The need for train-
ed men was keenly felt; but the
scarcely less pressing need for
trained helpmeets, which in later
years has been so freely met, had
not yet been recognized. To be
sure, short courses for young
women were attempted in sum-
mer months, but in the absence
of one of the vital elements of
attraction these were not signally
successful and were soon- aban-
doned.

The transformation came in
1899 with the merging of the two
schools. While the famed “Lov-
ers’ Lane” and “Labyrinth” of the
Elk Horn College grounds were
never duplicated here, the atmo-
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sphere of romance and sentiment
which had pervaded these haunts
of Eros there was successfully
transfered to our own hallowed
precincts; and for more than two-
score years each early summer
has seen the red rose of youthful
love bloom side by side with the
white lily of faith on the slopes
of Dana Hill.

On at least two occasions a
woman registered as a student
in Trinity Seminary—doubtless
with some special service in view,
but none ever finished the course,
and a women pastor in the pulpit
would still be an anomaly among
us.
