We know that th is
has been said before—more than once too, but that
doesn’t make it “just atrite phrase.”

Dana was founded and st i l l exists pr imari ly for
the promotion of Christian education; she upholds
idea l s and s tanda rds t ha t have p roved aso l i d
foundation for many l ives in the past.
