Folk Songs, National
Tunes Head Sykora
Trio Program

Predominance of music inspir-
ed by the folk songs and national
tunes of various parts of Europe,
characterized the program of the
Sykora String Trio presented be-
fore the Dana student body Oct.
26, at ten o’'clock a.m. Excerpts
from the “Dumky” Trio of Dvorak
were strongly reminiscent of Bo-
hemian rhapsodic folk songs, and
also of the same composer’s best
known syphonic work, the sym-
phony “From the New World.”
In the same style were some of
Mr. Sykora’s own compositions,
based on the folk music of his
native TUkraine: a Hungarian
Rhapsody, arranged by David
Pepper for solo ’cello; and a
Spanish Dance, played by the
talented young violinist of the
group.

The most popular number of
the last part of the program was
Mr. Sykora’s arrangement of the
“Polka” from Shostakovitch’s bal-
let, “S’Age d’Or”—a rather dis-
sonant take-off on the standard
polka of 18 - and 19 century
Europe, and a number which has
gained much popularity in vari-
ous arrangements since the prem-
iere of the ballet some years ago.

As an encore, the trio again pre-
sented one of Mr. Sykora’s ar-
rangements, this one being the
ever-popular composition of the
French impressionist, Debussy—
“Clair de Lune”, which lost none
of its charm in being transcribed
from the original piano score.

Oh yes,
I have been attending the officers’ classes for horseshoeing, and I also pulled
old shoes off & mule’'s foot, cut it down and shaped it in preparing for shoe-
ing, and I also tacked a shoe on a foot.

Our trip up Pike’s Peak during the first week of September has been one
of the outstanding events in our work. Some of you may even have read
about it in the newspapers, for it was the first time that something like that
has been attempted. It took us five days, for the Peak is some distance from
the Camp. On the second night out we had reached the altitude of ten or
eleven thousand feet, and it was cold, too. There was ice on the water and
oe.erything was heavily frosted, also, and of course we did not get very much
sleep. On the third day we first had to go down several hundred feet, and
then begin the long journey that constantly took us up, up, and up some
more until we reached the top of the Pealk shortly after moon. It was a
br.ght, sunny day, so it was moderately warm and the snow on the Pealk
was melting. We walked most of the way, between six and ten miles each
way, that is, we came down to our Camp of the night before. Naturally that
was much easier on the animals, except those that were carrying the gun
loads. And as far as I know, only one mule rolled over with his load, and
he rolled three times without getting injured. Part of the trail was not
overly difficult, bqlt some of it was very rugged, because it was really noth-
ing but a large pile of rocks of every size imaginable. You can understand
then that it could be hard enough to climb on such a trail with such poor
footing. I marvel how some of the animals made it. And then you also
have to consider the fact that the air is much thinner at such an altitude,
mak ng it difficult to get sufficient oxygen (Pike’s Peak is a little over
14,000 feet in elevation).

it was a tired group of men and animals that finally reached Camp
about dark that evening. It was hard, but it is really only the hard things
that constitute a test in life, and that holds true for anything we do in any
oceunat on. We grow on difficult things, both physically and mentally, also
spiritually.

About the middle of November we move to another Camp farther up in
the mountains for winter training. My organization is being made into a
part of a mountain division.

Germany, Japan, and others have made excellentt use of such troops
when mechanized artillery and such were stopped. So far, our country has
none, but the first division 'of it is now being formed. Some of our animals
will go with us, but we shall do much of our work on skiis and snowshoes.
That will be quite an experience, and we shall certainly have to be in good
condition.

May I aga'n ask you to pray for the Lord’s work in the army. There
is s0 much to be done, and we need much prayer-support from outside.

the campus” subject for univer-
sities and colleges in the United
States, a research study complet-
ed by Edward W. Blakeman,
counsellor in religious education
at the University of Michigan,
has disclosed.

Published in book form by the
University of Michigan Press, Dr.
Blakeman’s study shows there
are 1,051 persons on the payrolls
of 726 universities and colleges
who are in charge of religious
matters. This is in contrast to
the popular belief that the insti-
tutions of higher learning leave |
religion entirely in the hands of
various religious agencies oper-
ating off campus.

Material for the study was ob-
tained from questionnaires sent
to the 726 universities and col-
leges listed by the American |
Council on Education. Repliesi
were obtained from all of the
questionnaires, and this 100 per
cent response is cited by Dr.
Blakeman as an indication that
“institutions of higher learning,
regardless of educational purpose
or foundation, are definitely in-
terested in the spiritual aspira-
tiotis of their students.” Five hun-
dred eighty-six of the universities
and colleges reported they offer
courses of study in religion.

At the University of Michigan,
Dr. Blakeman is an adviser with-
in the administrative side of the
university’s program and a coun-
sellor to students. Kenneth Mor-
gan, director of the Student Re-
ligious association, correlates “on
campus” and “off campus” acti-
vities., Imstruction is in charge of
Prof. Leroy Waterman, who is
chairman of the degree program
in religion and ethics. Under this
degree program, the university :
has grouped 54 courses so as to Maine,
