During
World War II he served four
years as chaplain in the navy and
marine corps. He was in active
duty in the southwest Pacific.

atheistic communism and laisse-

faire capitalism were condemnea.
He stated that some church
groups ignore church differences,
others fight over them, while still
others find :a ‘way to discuss them
in an open and honest manner.
The latter characterized the Am-
sterdam meetinjg.

The group was theologically
sound and deeply spiritual. Pro-
fessor Florowski, a Greek ortho-
dox, said, “Theology is the art of
reading and rereading the word
of God and thinking and refthink-
ing it.” The conference was
ready tc admit the failings and
shortcomings of the church. It
was a courageous yet cautious
assembly with a sense of need to
witness for Christ. Stress was
not placed on agreement about
Christ but on obedience to Christ.

The outcome of the World
Council of Churches at Amster-
dam was to provide for a deeper
unity and Christian fellowship
even in our own synod and our
own seminary. The solution stat-
ed by Professor Florowski is, “We
must come to the Cross, to sor-
row and suffering.” The world-
wide movement must begin in
our own hearts!

Local ASF Brings Danish

Journalist to Campus

“To create goodwill for Den-
mark among Americans,” said
Dan Christian Andersen, journal-
ist and world-traveler, in stating
his purpose for touring with his
film, ‘“What About Little Den-
mark.” He was brought to the
Dana auditorium Sunday eve-
ning, October 7, by the local A-
merican ‘Scandinavian Founda-
tion. )

As a world-traveler, Mr. An-
dersen has toured twenty-seven
countries including Russia. The
only country in Kurope he has
not visited is Portugai: as jour-
nalist he has reporied for the
United Press and edited two of
his own weekly newspapers for
ten years.

His sideline, M. Andersen said,
was gathering material in his
travel to write short stories. He
mentioned for example, that
while he was in Canada this
summer he had gathered much
information and many incidents
about early pioneers for short
stories. Part of his plans for the
quite near future include the
publishing of a descriptive book
of Denmark.

The scenes from the picture of
the evening were taken when he
returned to Denmark in the fall
of 1946 from another tour in
America, in which he showed
pictures of his war-time home-
land. His latest return to Amer-
ica is his seventh trip here. “Al-
though I haven’t lived too many
of my years in Denmark, it is a
place to which I can always re-
turn for I have my home there,”
he said.

Mrs. Andersen, his wife, a very
interesting and interested Danish
lady, accompanies him in all his
travels. They have a daughter
who is married and lives in
Georgia.

At the program, Mr. Andersen
presented a greeting from Den-

mark before the showing of the
picture. In his oral prologue, Mr.
Andersen mentioned that his pic-
ture showed the “harmony and
peace” of little Denmark, ‘“home-
like 'and colorful, the finest and
truest memories of Denmark.”
He hopes that some day Den-
mark will achieve the tranquility
which he captured in his pictures.

As a background for his film,
Mr. Andersen had fitted in Dan-
ish folk songs. The proclamation
of the new King of Denmark,
Frederick IX, was shown. And
Mr. Andersen himself held a run-
ning commentary through the
film.

He mentioned that the film
strip he used in taking his pic-
tures was either smuggled in from
Sweden or shipped from America
and England. He was then o-
bliged to send it to New York to
be developed.

During the evening the audi-
ence participated in singing four
Danish songs. Norman Bansen,
vice-president of the A.S.F., of-
ficiated in the absence of the
president, Professor Paul Ny-
holm.

Upon leaving the re-
fectory, it is the lucky person who is not pushed
down, or thrown into the Quadrangle fishpond.
College students! Next, everyone proceeds to the
postoffice where there is more pushing and scream-
ing. The library, where definite “quiet” is demand-
ded but many times unobtainable, is comparable to
a boiler factory. It is appalling the college ‘“wom-
en” who frequent this study room have to carry
on the latest gossip, flirting and giggling as you
would expect to hear from'a group of grammar
school children. Is this the type of people we
should have in college, where we are fitting our-
selves for a life work?

Our thinking was in a more serious vein several
weks ago when we lost one of our colleagues
through death.

Let us use the following as a daily prayer: “Eter-
nal God, who by the life of thy dear Son hast}
shown us that there is no minute of our own but
we may be doing Thy will: Help us to use our time
aright, that however we may be engaged, in work
or leisure or play, we may stand before thee, with
a pure conscience, acting, speaking, and thinking
as in Thy Presence; through Jesus Christ our
Lord.”

To continue my plan to present short sketches of
men who were prominent in the history of our college
I will write in this issue about the second president
on College Hill—Gottlieb Bender Christiansen.

Rev. Christiansen was born October 27, 1851. He was
one of the founders of the Blair Synod and also one
of those who took an active interest in the building of
our school. After serving as a member of the School
Board from the beginning he succeeded Pastor A. M.
Andersen as president of the institution in 1890, serving
as such until 1896 when he resigned to take over the
presidency of the newly formed United Danish Evan-
gelical Lutheran Church, a position which he filled for
twenty-five years.

Pastor Christiansen was a man of vision and en-
thusiasm. His tireless zeal for the spreading of the
gospel had much to do with developing interest in mis-
sions within our church. He was the first of our pas-
tors to receive the cross of the Knights of Dannebrog
in recognition of distinguished service among country-
men in America. During his declining years he took
up residence in the Eben-Ezer Home at Brush, Colo-
rado, though he remained in activity, preaching and
writing almost to the last. Rev. Gottlieb Bender Chris-
tensen passed away on September 27, 1929. His “recol-
lections” are an important source of information on

matters pertaininjg to our church,

Converted Catholic
Proclaims Christ
Is Personal Savior

Dr. Joseph Zacchello, a con-
verted Catholic priest, was the
special speaker at the regular
chapel period on Friday, Novem-
ber 5. Born in Venice, Italy, in
1917, he entered a seminary to
study for the priesthood at ten,
and was ordained twelve years
later on October 22, 1939. Dr. Zac-
chello was sent to America as an
assistant priest in Chicago, later
transferring to New York City,
where he heard the Gospel
preached over the radio one Sun-
day. After contacting the speak-
er, Dr. W. W. Ayer, pastor of the
Calvary Church of New York
City, Dr. Zacchello was converi-
ed.

In his message, Dr. Zacchello
revealed that the Holy Spirit haa
been working in his heart for a
long period of time before he
heard the Gospel, raising many
guestions concerning his duties
as a priest. After being con-
verted he sees wall these doubts
as a preparation for his conver-
sion; he sees the Catholic church
with the Pope on one side, and
on the other God and the Lord
Jesus Christ. Only through God’s
grace was he able to win out and
leave the Catholic c¢hurch to be-
gin his present work of helping
reach. other priests with God’s
plan of salvation. He is at pres-
ent .editor of the magazine “The
Convert”, and has written nu-
merous pamphlets and a book
called “Secrets of Romanism.”
Dr. Zacchello, together with oth-
er converted priests, believe that
the Roman Catholic church is
ready for the Gospel and there-
fore, their first objective 1s to
reach other priests, many cf
whom also have doubts concern-
ing the Catholic church.
