Although Bach has always been
his favorite composer, Grainger
has also been a consistent cham-
pion of the moderns, being the
first to play Debussy, Ravel, Cy-
ril Scott, Delius, Albeniz, Car-
penter, Dett and Guion in many
lands.

Edvard Grieg, the noted Nor-
wegian composer, chose Grainger
to play the Grieg concerto at the
Leeds (England) Festival of
1907, and said of Grainger, “I
wrote Norwegian peiasant dances
that none of my own countrymen
could play, and here comes this
young Australian and interprets
them as they should be interpret-
ed. He is a genius such as we
Scandinavians must love.”

As a composer, -Grainger is just
as well-known. He hias written
such pieces as “Country Gardens,”
“Molly on the Shore,” “Irish Tune

i from County Derry,” and “Shep-
i herd’s Hey.” His published works

include “Marching Song of De-
mocracy” and “The Warriors.”

The same expression of opinion was popular this last week as stu-
dents paid their fees and bought their books. However, among many
there wias the feeling that the present policy in regard to the sale
and resale of books was unfair and students were losing money need-
lessly.

As it now stands, a student buys a book, new or used at the begin-
ning of the semester and then only receives one-half of the price he
paid when he returns it to the bookstore at the end of the semester.
Such a policy is hard upon the average student who does not have
money to throw away especially since a more reasonable and still
profitable arrangement is possible.

The Hermes makes the following proposal based upon & system
used iat the University of Wisconsin. Students at the end of the sem-
ester or at the beginning of the next school year would bring books,
which they would like to sell to the bookstore, setting a price|on{them
which they felt was reasonable. The bookstore would attempt to
sell these books at the price quoted to other students. After all
students had purchased their semester’s books the bookstore would
turn over the money realized from the sale of a book with a 10 ner-
cent charge for hiandling.

With this policy a student would not lose much money on each
book sold, but yet other students would benefit by being able to buy
these books much cheaper than new.

It would seem that consideration of such a policy should be under-
taken by the administration since they should constantly be attempt-
ing to satisfy student desires.
