Art Reflects Attitude of Times

Let us start with the presupposition that art is a tool of expression
and a method of informing, entertaining and correcting as much as

literature, drama, ballet, or any other branch of the “arts” is.

We

have long since passed the classical and romantic periods in art; they

have lost their appropriateness to
man and his world realistically.
We cannot say, of course, that all
art today is realistic at least in
the sense of what the term means
in art. But we must admit that
art has turned more subjective
and also suffered in popularity.

Looking at art as it has pro-
gressed through the years, we
cannot help noting the contrast
that continually occurs, as man
evolves from one stage of civili-
zation to the next. Art started
with landscape, nature excluding
man, but then later included him.
From this it progressed side by
side, step by step with man’s ac-
tivity, and if art is highly subjec-
tive in content, it is only because
the nations of men and women
have become so first.

True art has lost a certain rea-
listic touch in the sense of pictur-
ing things photographically, but

There was something different
about the man, Mareo Yoshida,
who visited our campus last week.
What I am referring to is that
something that one felt every time
Marea said, “I cried . . . I did not
like my school . . ” Mareo knew
what it meant to be a Christian in
the same way the Christians of
apostolic times knew. Like them,
he has had to stand up for Christ
even when he knew that to do so
meant suffering. But from this
there has arisen a faith that is al-
most unknown today.

Friday night at First Lutheran
Church Mareo told how, through
prayer and faith, God gave him
the money he needed to come to
this country - - the passage on
the ship, money he needed as a
student in a strange land and
many other things, all at times
when it looked completely hope-
less.

I thought how strangely differ-
ent all this sounded from what
most of us know. In these “won-
derful” United States where we
can all have nice homes, automo-
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biles, bathtubs and what not if we
just go out and work for them, we
too easily place our confidence
and faith ih ourselves. We lose
a true sense of values. It doesn’t
bother us to spend a dollar for en-
tertainment on Saturday night
and then throw a quarter in the
collection plate Sunday morning
after having slept through the
sermon. Along with this whole
attitude, we even forget a lot of
convictions when we are with a
group who care little for Chris-
tianity.

We praise the “American Way
of Life” with its emphasis on the
possibilities of the individual and
its faith in the power of the dol-
lar, but I have often thought that
perhaps this emphasis and our
many economic gains have been
made at the expense of an appre-
ciation of the deeper aspects of
life, at a loss of a true sense of
values and of the capacity to put
all our trust and confidence in
God. This is certainly a sad sit-
uation if it is true. It is up to
each to try to prove that it isn’t.
