Shallow! The portion of this verse from the parable of the Sow-
er and the seed has a lesson for us. Our hearts are like the soil.
The seed that grew fell into “good and honest hearts.” That which
fell intb the shallow soil also grew, but when the first hot and dry
wind came along it withered. Shallow people are the “soil without
much earth”—those moved by a tender appeal or a good sermon, and
it looks for awhile as if it may amount to something, but not much
earth—no depth, no deep, honest purpose, no earnest desire; and
when the winds of temptation and sin arise the sprouted seed soon
withers and dies.

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Nixon Affair

One’s opinion on the Nixon af-
fair last week was no doubt in-
fluenced by his political allegi-
ance. Such was the case also in
the newspapers reporting Nixon’s
speech over TV and radio. The
Republican New York Journal
American said that Nixon was
“simply magnificent.” We know
of no other way to say it. He
fought like a man. He fought like
a gentleman. He fought like a
patriot.” On the other hand, the
New Dealing New York Post re-
ported: “Undoubtedly there were
some, including General Eisen-
hower, who regarded the per-
formance as a thrilling evening
in the theatre; others may have
felt, as we did, that the corn ov-
ershadowed the drama.”

The whole affair itself was
quite interesting from an histori-
cal viewpoint. It was the first
time that a candidate for the vice
presidency has been <charged
with an offense of such an ethical
nature and then almost removed
from the ticket as a result. In the
1884 election Grover Cleveland
Democratic candidate for the
presidency, was charged with
having carried on some moral
irregularities in his past life, and
the resulting furor and excite-
ment proved to be highly em-
barrassing for Mr. Cleveland.
However, the charge was frankly
dealt with, and as the campaign
progressed he was vindicated and
won . the electicn. Today many
are of the opinion that Mr. Nixon
and the Republican cause have
by no means suffered by the ac-
cusations, but on the contrary
have been strengthened.

The thinking American real-
izes, I believe, the importance of
the corruption <charges. The
mounting number of revelations
regarding graft and favoritism
in high offices of our government
is appalling and deserves to be a
real issue in the campaign.
Whether the removal of the Dem-
ocratic party from office would
result in a clean sweeping of all
irregularities now existing is per-
haps doubtful, but their continu-
ing in office would -certainly
leave a bad taste in the mouth of
the citizen who is concerned ov-
er the morals of his country.
