Dana Stages March of Dimes Drive

The March of Dimes fund-rais-
ing campaign is again in pro-
gress, only it’s now a march of
dollars rather than of dimes.
This is the fifteenth year since it
was founded by the late Pres.
Roosevelt. Last year, Washington
county was a polip epidemic area
with about fifty cases, more cases
than some whole states. They
were fortunate, however, in hav-
ing reserve funds to help out in
taking care of the cases.

The average cost per patient
per year for the treatment of po-
lio is $2,000, far beyond the aver-
age individunl’s nesources. The
treatment includes use of iron
lungs, chest respirators, baths,
etc. The patient must have a reg-
istered nurse in attendance twen-
ty-four hours, which is in itself
a costly item.

The funds of the National In-
fantile Paralysis foundation are

at everyone’s disposal. It’s a kind
of super insurance. Out of every
dollar given to the local chapter,
a half dollar goes to the National
foundation. Of this, one-half
goes back to epidemic areas, one-
third to research, the remainder
to educate speakers, pamphlets
and such. The outstanding part
of the foundation is that only a
few cents are used for adiinis-
tration, in contrast to the a-
mounts used in other organiza-
tions, bureaucracy-ridden.

On the campus, there are eight
workers appointed by the student
council to canvass the students
and housing units. The towns-
people will be canvassed by Blair
citizens. In canvassing the sol-
diers in Korea, the original goal
was $12,000, but the goal had to
be raised to $75,000, since the first
goal was surpassed several times
in short order.
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Spiritual Emphasis Speaker
To Be Dr. E. W. Mueller

Spiritual Emphasis days start on Sunday, Feb. 1, and last until
Wednesday, Feb. 4. The guest speaker is Dr. E. W. Mueller of Chi-
cago, Ill. He is the secretary of the Rural Church program in the
Board of American Missions, of the National Lutheran council.

Dr. Mueller was born on a farm in Bremer county, Iowa, in 1908.
He attended Wartburg college and obtained his B. A. degree from

the University of Iowa, in 1930, and his B. D. from Wartburg Theo-
logical seminary, Dubuque, Towa, in 1933.

In 1052, the Augustana Theo-
logical seminary, of Rock Island,
I1l., awarded him a D.D. degree,
and in the same year Wartburg

college, of Waverly, Iowa, award-
ed him a L.H.D. degree.

Dr. Mueller was pastor of St.
Paul’s Lutheran church at Mar-
tensdale, Iowa. from 1933 to 1945.
He was instrumental in organiz-
ing St. Paul’s Lutheran church, at
Winterset, Iowa, and served as its
first pastor until 1945 when he
was called to be secretary of the
Rural Church program of the
National Lutheran council, Div-
ision of American Missions.

Dr. Mueller will speak at the
First Lutheran church Sunday
morning.  His theme is ‘Right
Believing and Right Living Make
the Model Christian.” (Luke 10:
25-37) Sunday evening the ser-
vice will be held at 8 p.m.
in the Pioneer Memorial chapel.

There will be evening services
every evening starting at 7:30,
and the morning services will be
held at 9:50. The general theme
for the evening services will be
“A Taith for today.” The theme
for the morning services will be
“Ordinary Things That Matter.”

Preparatory prayer services
will be held before the evening
services. On Sunday evening it
starts at 7:40 in PM room 210,
and on Monday, Tuesday and
Wednesday, they meet at 7:10 in
the same room.

The message for the evening
services starting Sunday will be,
“An Interview with God”; Mon-
day evening, “Lives that Count”;
Tuesday, “God in the Driver’s
Seat”; and Wednesday, “Christian
Nerve Needed.” The messages
for the morning chapel periods
will be Monday, “Daily Bread”;
Tuesday, “Leisure Time”; and
Wednegday, “The Fifth Free-
dom.”

Many professional schools realize
the importance of this and em-
phasize communicative skills and
subjects as sociology in addition
to more technical preparatory
courses.

Practical courses are needed for
full development of liberal edu-
cation. An anonymous author

Dana Five, 69-62

Bernie Kluge and Omar Ditt-
mer ran away with scoring hon-
ors last Saturday night to lead
Concordia to a 69-62 win over the
Vikings. It was the first-confer-
ence victory in two starts for the
Bulldogs, and the first loss in as
many games for the losers, who
saw their first action in over four
weeks.

Fritz Youra dunked 19 for the
Vikes but it was for a losing
cause, as Kluge shoved in 31 and
Dittmer, 24 in leading the Teach-
ers to period headings of 16-15,
36-33 and 57-50. The big 21-point
third quarter was what the win-
ners needed to help assure vic-
tory.

Concordia tallied 26 shots from
the field compared to Dana’s 25.
However, it was in the free throw
department where the visitors
fell down, dropping 12 of 25 for
48 per cent while the Seward ten
capitalized on 17 of 36 for a per-
centage of 47. A total of 21 in-
fractions were called against
Dana with the home team amass-
ing only 14.
