signed by ministers of nine nations meeting last week in London.
Dubbed the “London Act,” it aims to help discourage possible Com-

munist aggression in West Europe.
To do this, a defense army will be
raised.

Summary of report: a good step
forward.

15 for the Senate committee . . .

Recommendations that the Sen-
ate censure Senator McCarthy of
Wisconsin on two counts have
been unanimously handed down
by the special Senate committee
investigating charges against him.

The recommendations are based
on the Senator’s “contemptuous
attitude” toward the Senate and
certain committees and his “in-
excusable” treatment of Brig.
General Ralph Zwicker when the
latter was a witness before Mec-
Carthy’s Investigations subcom-
mittee.

So it*looks as if McCarthy will
have to resort to decency in his
probe for Communists. Which is
as it should be.

It says here . . .

Books make for interesting read-
ing, and two—“MacArthur: 1941-
1951,” by Maj. General Charles A.
Willoughby, and “The Hydrogen
Bomb,” by James R. Shepley and
Clay Blair, Jr.,,—even hit the
front pages of the nation’s news-
papers.

Both certainly call for expla-
nations on the part of some offi-
cials. The first book includes a
report of sworn testimony by
General James Van Fleet to a
Senate committee. It apparently
seems that the Red Chinese had
the assurances of some one on the
Allied side, before entering the
Korean War, that the United
States would not make it an all-
out sea and air war.

Soon to be published, the sec-
ond book criticizes former Presi-
dent Harry Truman, the Air Force
and some American scientists for
an alleged four-year lag behind
Russia on hydrogen bomb develop-
ment.

Atomic Energy Commission
Chairman Lewis L. Strauss and
former Chairman Gordon Dean
have been charged by Shepley for
trying to stop publication.

That
these organizzations are not ‘“com-
peting strongly with one another”
but are supporting one another
by keeping the religious theme
in the attention of students? Theat
even if “seven organizations
meet 13 times a week” the tolal
number of hours of religion is
appalling when the Total number
of hours, 168, in a week is con-
sidered?

These are but a few of the
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questions that believers in “too
many Bibles” seem to have for-
gotter either by choice or neg-
lect.

The proposal that a faculty-
student committee meet to dis-
cover a solution fo this problem
is ccmmendable in itself. But, is
specific legislation in the con-
stitution limiting the number of
organizations of the same motif
the right answer? Is a limitation
of membership the right answer?
Perhaps, but certainly a more
desirable solution to the decline
in attendance could be found.

One answer would be for each
organization to strive for better
and more interesting programs
to encourage attendance. How-
ever, the solution lies in the hands
of the students themselves. The
answer is within reach of every
person on campus—those who at-
tend devotional meetings and
those who do not. The cause can
be stated in 11 words. They are:
there are too many Bibles on
campus—too many unused Bibles.

The problem is before us; the
solution is obvious; and the re-
sult would be worthwhile. And
even though small attendance
sometimes makes it seem fruit-
less to sponsor devotional pro-
grams, these meetings aren’t in
vain; for if only a few meet in
God’s name, some good is ac-
complished in His eyes.

Young G.O.P.

Washington, D. C. More than
400 Young Republican clubs on
college campuses across the nation
will be working toard the elec-
tion of a Republican Congress in
the next month, backed squarely
by the whole-hearted endorsement
from Vice President Richard Nix-
on.

John Begg, college chairman
for the Young Republican Na-
tional federation, this week an-
nounced a three-way fall cam-
paign plan for the college clubs.

He urged organization of a na-
tionwide chain of campus politi-
cal rallies on October 14, Presi-
dent Eisenhower’s birthday, and a
drive to get eligible studenfs to
register and secure absentee bal-
lots for the Nov. 4 election.

In his message to college stu-
dents, Vice President Nixon said:

“The challenge of our time is to |

work wholeheartedly for, and to
achieve, a peaceful world in which
real freedom is available to all
peoples. I sincerely hope that the
young people of our country will
put forth every effort to meet
this challenge.

The Vice President said ‘“the
Young Republican movement of-
fers an excellent opportunity for
young people to keep well-inform-
ed on government affairs,” and
gives them a chance to “take an
active part in the election of gov-
ernment officials and encourages
them as well to exercise their
voting privileges in supporting
the political party of their choice.”

The Young Republican Nation-
al federation regards the Oct. 14
rallies as a deserved tribute to
President Eisenhower on his birth-
day, with the added result of a
nationide boost to G.O.P. candi-
dates for the House and Senate.

Many college Young Republi-
can clubs are reported sponsoring
non-partisan voter information
centers to acquaint students with
state registration and. absentee
voting laws.

An estimated 50,000 students in
the United States are eligible to
vote but have not registered or
obtained absentee ballots.
