Board of Trustees Votes
Favoring Loan Application

Last week the Board of Trustees, meeting on the campus, voted

to approve a $375,000 loan from

the government for the purpose

of erecting a new women’s dormitory at Dana within the next
four years. Action to obtain the loan will be taken after this sum-
mer’s convention of the United Evangelical Lutheran Church, if
that body approves the action of the board. In announcing the

board’s decisions last Friday in

chapel, President R. E. Morton

stated that the proposed new dormitory would house approximate-

ly 100 women studenits.

The board also recommended
that the college request a special
sum of $150,000 from the sup-
porting synod itself, payable to
the college in three annual in-
stallments of $50,000 each, be-
ginning in 1957. The purpose of
this appropriation, if passed, will
be to improve physical assets
and provide funds for -capital
expansion.

Other action by the board in-
cluded adopting a budget of
$338,088 for 1956-57 for Dana
and Trinity Seminary, and au-
thorizing the purchase of new
furniture for the present ladies’
dormitory. It is hoped that the
furniture can be acquired by the
beginning of the fall semester.

Pioneer Memorial, completed
in 1947, was the first new build-
ing to be erected on the campus
since the completion of the two

Clayton ‘Scott, Kearney’s na-
tional small college twio-mile
champ, posted easy victories in
the mile and two-mile events,
covering the distance in 4:25 and
9:42.5, respectively. The Antel-
opes had many of the men who
helped them score an overwhelm-
ing victory in their conference
meet last year when they took
the crown with an almost un-
believable 241 points.

Bernard De Voto portrays the
lone hunter, the man in buck-
skins, in his illustrated book,
Across the Wide Missouri. He
shows the decisive actions by
which the U.S. won the empire
of the West.

A firsthand description of two
so-called shortcuts traveled hy
prairie schooners of our pioneer
grandfathers on their way to
the gold mines of California is
the subject of Mrs. Irene Paden’s
Prairie Schooner Detours.

The [background of culture,
conditions, problems, and strug-
gles of pioneer life on the Sod-
house frontier is well covered in
Everett Dick’s The Sod House
Frontier. Faculty member at
Union. College in Lincoln, Ne-
braska, Dick gives picturesque
accounts of builders and outlaws
—the whole motley throng that
made up frontier society.
