Timely Reflections From Pen

Of Our First Hermes Editor

Virility is a rare quality. Two
thousand years ago, the noted
philosopher walked in the streets
of Athens with a lantern in his
hand by daylight, and when
asked what he was looking for,
cried out that he was looking
for a man.

The streets of Athens were full
of people, but there were no men
there. I trust that the conditions
have improved since that time,
and yet I sometimes wonder if
one still needs a lantern to find
a man.

If you want to be a man, you
must face the world with the
convictions of your soul. You
must stand alone if circum-
stances demand it. The man,
who is a man, is not in every
respect governed by the preva-
lent opinion. He does not follow
the demagogue.

This does not mean that one
has to be stubborn in order to
be a man. The true man yields
when he sees that he is mistaken.

By acquiescing and following
the crowd, one can avoid much
unpleasantness, and it is the
sure road to popularity. But that
should not be the aim in life.
The man should follow the con-
victions of his heart in spite of
opposition and prevalent opinion.
