Lyceum Program

On Wednesday, December 16th,
the Dana College Lyceum will
present as one of its numbers,
NUTCHUK, well known in mu-
sic, art and lecturing as Simeon
Oliver. The Library has on dis-
play two of the books written by
NUTCHUK, and which he has
also illustrated. SON OF THE
SMOKY SEA, is a vivid, absorb-
ing tale of a half-Eskimo and
half-Norwegian boy brought up
in Unalaska and Dutch Harbor
who went “outside” to the United
States from his bleak Aleutian
home to find a place for himself
in the civilized world. In the
States he wanted to study medi-
cine but found that the career he
really wanted was in music. It
is a personal record told graphic-
ally with humor. It shows the
impact of civilization in the
“States” on a fine primitive mind,
and it is revealed with “modesty
and charm, ~ It is full of hardy
masculine adventure and sincer-
ity of a youth trying to find him-
self.

In “Back to the Smoky Sea,”
Nutchuk tells about his life in
the United States” where he be-
came a well-known pianist on the
radio and concert stage, an ar-
tist, a lecturer, and it also tells
of his romance and the part he
took in the BATTLE OF THE
ALEUTIANS. He was a Ser-
geant in the Alaska Intelligence
at Fort Richardson and was in
charge of information so secret
and important that he kept a can
of gasoline and a grenade al-
ways at hand with orders that
if it became necessary, he was
to “pour the gasoline over every-
thing, pull the pin of the gren-
ade and run.” Nutchuk’s spe-
cial knowledge of the Aleutians
played no small part in the vic-
tory of the Americans over the
Japanese.

Simeon Oliver now lives in
Anchorage, Alaska, but makes
occasional trips to the United
States to lecture and visit his
many friends there.

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DEAR EDITOR

Recently some question has been raised as to the ethical quality
of certain paper-back editions on sale in the student book store.
Several books have already been removed, including Lady Chat-
terly’s Lover, and recently the administration circulated a notice
to all professors as to their suggestions for further books ‘that
should be removed. As a provoked student, I would question, why
are we not allowed to purchase such books?

Possibly the immediate answer would be, in reference to the
above mentioned book, because of the stark realism and profuse
usage of four letter words.

This same argument was brought up by the postmaster general
and he, therefore, prohibited this book from the mails as “obscene”
literature. The publishers took their case. against the post- office
to the Supreme Court which ruled that the book should be allowed
to be sent through the U. S. Postal System. The arguments pre-
sented in defense of the book were that the realism and use of
language was necessary for the development of the individual
character and, therefore, the fullness of the plot. i

Realism Guide To Life

This principle of censorship is now taken up by our administra-
tion on many books. Are we, as young adults to be prohibited
from knowing of the realism of life which takes place outside
of these “sheltered walls?”

Lately many people have opinioned that America’s morals have
degenerated to a great degree, since the two world wars, and they
further state that literature has a great deal to do with it. But if
common sense is used, one will realize that the greatest number
of the people that bring these facts to being are illiterate them-
selves. It has been further pointed out that “juvenile delinquents
spend very little time with books, obscene or otherwise; they do
not live in the world of the printed word.”

Realization of people’s living and speaking habits, although it
may not be a majority of the people, have been kept from the
younger set in America in hopes of building a stronger ethical
country. But this is a fallacy in our teaching, and especially so
when they are hidden from Christian individuals who will one day
cope with the “wilds” of civilization. In a recent class, a profes-
sor pointed out that he was taking a course at a large university,
and one of the teachers there openly declared his disgust with the
Bible. This professor brought a pastor friend to class one day, a
man 30 years old, and he later admitted that he had never in his
life heard the Bible ridiculed before. Could such a man, who did
not know that such forms of thinking and ways of life exist,
properly lead a congregation of people who may themselves have
been of this nature? Certainly if a person has been brought up
with only a one-sided view of life, when he learns of these “un-
nicities,” he will doubt everything that has formally been taught
him.

Four Letter Words Necessary

Why the reason for the sudden emphasis on four letter words
and the free use of obscenity? If we will look back, we will find
that it is not recent. “Up to and through the time of Shakespeare
and the King James Bible, the four-letter words were not secret.”
And, by the way, many scholars have criticized the new transla-
tion of the Bible for their replacement of strong words with those
that sound “nicer.” But their suppression in the 17th century by
Puritans, who hated the body, created a linguistic problem, not
only for authors who write gn English but for the hundreds of
millions of people who read and speak it. We must face the
extraordinary fact that, alone among the languages of the world,
ours simply has no decent, respectable words to express the daily
acts of excretion and procreation upon which all life rests.”

Many books have been written hiding little, but in each of them,
that has ranked as respectable literature, the so-called obscenity
has been for a purpose. It is used quite fluently in The Naked and
The Dead, a war story, but because war is an ugly thing and can-
not be described in glowing terms. Also the writings of Jack
Kerouac contain it. In reference to Lady Chatterly’s Lover, it was
pointed out that the book is not “ ‘an approval of promiscuous
sexual relationship.” It is rather, that sex without love is a sin
against humanity.”

If we are to become adults, and certainly
college students approach this, we must be allowed to have such
reading material so that we will not be in the darkness of life as it
truly is and be forced to learn of it from bitter experiences.
Although a steady diet of this type of literature is not recom-
mended, it is necessary for the standpoint of the total outlook of
the individual, insofar as may be obtained from literature.

Therefore, censorship of this type of book is “control of learn-
ing by ignorance, of wisdom by stupidity.” John Milton wrote,
“As good almost kill a man as kill a good book. Who kills a man
kills a reasonable creature....but he who destroys a good book
kills reason itself.”

Let us have our reason, let us have these books!
