Construction May Start On
Borup Memorial In January

for construction of the Borup Student Activities-Physical Educa-
tion Building.

$172,000 made it possible to go ahead with building plans.

The Board instructed the firm of Helleberg and Helleberg of
Kearney, Nebraska, architects for the building, to have all speci-

fications completed by early De-
cember so that bids might be
called for and contracts awarded
by early January. Construction
is expected to begin soon after
the first of the year with com-
pletion date set for early fall of
1961.

New Borup Hall will contain a
complete phiysical education plant
plus necessary class rooms, of-
fices and meeting rooms for the
Student Council and other cam-
pus organizations. The basketball
playing area will have provision
for seating approximately 1400
persons. The building will be
located on the north end of the
recently completed Viking Field
and Track.

This is
the best long-range investment
there is—better than paper se-
curities. Why should I let Wash-
ington waste it?” Mr. Dana has
proved his theory by giving aid
to numerous colleges and univer-
sities through the nation.

Although the names of Dana
College and Mr. Charles Dana
are the same, this is the first
direct contact that has been made
between the two. By early fall
of 1961, the names will be even
more closely related as construc-
tion begins on the Charles A.
Dana Hall of Science on the cam-
pus of Dana College.

The folk dancers have performed at a variety of occasions in-
cluding at high school assemblies, the Joslyn Art Museum, and the
Officer’s Club at the SAC Headquarters, Offutt Air Base. In honor
of Dana College’s Diamond Jubilee, the folk dancers were asked
to dance by the Omaha Symphony Orchestra, during the intermis-
sion at a concert in Peony Park.

This group which has gained so much prestige throughout the
area was organized several years ago by Miss Sandra Thomsen, a
former Dana student, and is sponsored by the Dana Chapter of the
American-Scandinavian Foundation, a national cultural organiza-
tion. Norman C. Bansen, an English professor who is on a Sabbat-
ical leave this year, is adviser to the group.

Nearly all the Scandinavian dances are comparatively simple,
involving basic walk, run, skip, and jump steps. One of the most
popular folk dances of Denmark is “Little Man in a Fix.” An un-
even number of couples is required.
