Soon a motorcade of well-wishers arrived to bid their com-
rades farewell. The atmosphere was ladened with excitement and
awe. Curious spectators took note of the well-packed supplies
such as clothes, maps, tools, and green apples.

When the words “heave-ho” rang out, eager hands eased the
“Knud Ark” into the “Muddy Mo” for her first plunge into school
history. What a plunge it was! The “Brothers Two” made a
confident boarding under pressure of a strong river current. For
a second all went well, then the “gods” frowned. Two panic but-
tons were pressed and our sailor friends soon became survivors,
victims of the “foaming grime.”

Red-Coats Fascinated by
Historic Danish Castle

It is a short scenic jaunt from Copenhagen to Elsinore, the
location of Hamlet’s castle—which isn’t historically associated with
the Shakespearean Hamlet at all, but, nevertheless, provides a
fascinating place into which castle-interested tourists and choir
members may poke.

We are surprised to learn that much of this underground area
was used to quarter men and horses; but our fancy is again cap-
tured as we approach what we are told is the dungeon. With only
one small lantern to give light, we creep along very close to the form
ahead of us lest we lose ourselves in the maze of passageways and
arches. And then, suddenly, we round a corner, open a door, and
emerge into the sunlight—wonderingly trying to imagine how we
came out at this particular place when we went down over there!
