Choir Meets Interesting Food
At Mercy of Danish Hosts

One of the aspects of Danish life with which we came into
contact most frequently was the food. We, of course, expected
strange tastes and new foods, and, for the most part, we enjoyed
these differences simply as dishes which do not frequent the Ameri-
can table.

But, there were exceptions. One such “rare” dish was the
“warmed through” eggs which greeted us at breakfast. This was
the experience of nearly every choir member, but a few of the
“elite” were fortunate enough to steal the morning “what were
your hosts like” show by tales of clabbered milk so thick it had
to be eaten with a spoon.

Of course, upset stomachs and milk ulcers were more the ex-
ception than the rule. One meal which appeared more regularly
than the others was pork “meatballs,” potatoes, cauliflower, car-
rots, and the largest seasonal strawberries we had ever seen, plus
ths usual coffee and perhaps some red wine, beer and/or “schnapse.”
We have been told that such an elegant meal is not typical, but
was prepared rather as an indication of how honored our hosts
were to have several Americans as guests.

It would be much more common to be served the famous Dan-
ish sandwiches of which it seems no two are alike. We discovered
that it is one thing to choose from among the already made sand-
wiches and quite another to make your own. Thinking that “any-
thing goes”—we began to toss together a little of this and a lot of
that—much to the horror of our hosts who were quite sure that
those two things just didn’t go well together.

Despite the few disagreeable tastes, we realized that our hosts
were doing their utmost to make us feel welcome, and consequently
we over-indulged in all types of food. One we might remember in
particular was a dessert which looked very much like a thin pud-
ding with whipped cream. Fifty percent of this prediction was
correct—it was whipped cream topping, but the liquid base was
sugar, sour milk, and raw egg. One small dish we could have
downed but a soup bowl full, plus a second helping was simply
too much!

But, even though at the time we were not sure if we could
keep a settled stomach and a posted smile, we knew that our hosts
meant well and would undoubtedly have the same feeling if they
were tackling an Americanized pizza!

Karen Kjaer Studies for Position in U.N.

Dana is again fortunate in having several foreign students
living on campus for the school year. Among them is twenty-
year-old Karen Kjaer, a special student from Copenhagen, Den-
mark, where she graduated from the Gymnasium, which is com-
parable to sophomore college level. To enable her to study with
us she was awarded a scholarship to Dana from the American
Scandinavian Foundation.

Upon graduation she taught Latin and French for two and one-
half months as a substitute teacher in the ninth and tenth grades.
Then in November of 1960 she came to the United States in order
to care for the children of an American family living in Green-
wich, Connecticut.

In Denmark Karen has two sisters and one brother all older
than she. Her father is a well-known composer and at one time
directed a famous jazz band. At present he arranges music and
teaches piano and voice to outstanding young musicians.

_Because she would eventually like to work for the United Na-
tions, the languages French and English are her main interests.
Typing, first year Spanish and advanced French, English compo-
sition, and child psychology are the courses she is now studying.
After completing this year at Dana she will return to her home in
Denmark and finish three more years of study for her Teacher’s
Degree.

Karen hopes with her background in foreign languages she
may be able to teach in a school for children of United Nations
foreign service employees. As she studies and learns with us, we
hope she feels at home in our Danish family.

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VIKING SQUAD PRESSES ON FOR VICTORY

Sioux Falls Killed
On Gridiron; 31-2

Last Saturday afternoon, on
the home field, the Vikings rolled
to an easy victory over Sioux
Falls College in the first confer-
ence game of the season.

The Vikings jumped to an early
3-0 lead in the first quarter on a
20-yard field goal kicked by
Maynard Kellermann., Later
Dana lost the ball on a fumble
but made a recovery on the
fourth down. Then they drove
from their own 35 yard line to
the Sioux Falls 39, where a field
goal attempt failed. The first
quarter ended with the score 3-0.
Early in the second period, Sioux
Falls was trapped in their end
zone for a safety as the Viking
defense pushed forward through
the Sioux Falls offensive wall.
After a series of downs, Dana
was forced to punt, but regained
the pigskin again on downs on
the Sioux Falls 20. A dive
through the line, and a quick
look-in pass, put the ball on the
10. Two piays netted about two
yards and then a pass hit pay-
dirt. The extra point kick was
no good.

Sioux Falls couldn’t make their
offense click and lost the ball
to Dana on their 40. Two passes
and a pass interference penalty
put Dana on the 20 when the half
ended. The halftime score was
11-0.

Sioux Falls couldn’t meet the
hard-hitting Viking defense and
fumbled on their own 24 yard
line. Dana recovered and quick-
ly scored on a pass around left
end. The point after touchdown
was good to start things rolling
in the second half. Later a fourth
down punt by Sioux Falls on
their own 20 was knocked down
and Jack Muehl picked it up and
ran to the 5. Roger Beck pushed
it over on two quarterback
sneaks. Early in the fourth
quarter the Viking offense was
trapped in its end zone and Sioux
Falls scored a touchback. A spec-
tacular 59-yard run by Dick
Evans closed the scoring for the
game with a Viking rout, 31-2.
