“We the Student Body of Dana College, as responsible mem¬
bers of the Blair Community do hereby disassociate ourselves from
the proclamation issued by Mayor Edward Eagleton in regard to
t h e w i t h d r a w a l o f t h e U n i t e d S t a t e s f r o m t h e U n i t e d N a t i o n s .

“While we feel the mayor has aright to his stand on the issue,
we resent the impress ion g iven in the proc lamat ion tha t he is
offic ia l ly speaking for the ent i re Bla i r communi ty. ”

“The faculty of Dana College wishes to disassociate itself from
any statements or proclamations made by Mayor Edward Eagleton
on behalf of the city of Blair which are concerned with the with¬
d r a w a l o f t h e U n i t e d S t a t e s f r o m t h e U n i t e d N a t i o n s .

“It is our belief: (1) That imperfect as it may be, the United
Nations remains one of our best hopes for world peace. (2) That
t h e U n i t e d N a t i o n s h a s s e r v e d w e l l i n t h e a r e a s o f h e a l t h a n d e d u ¬
c a t i o n a n d o n s e v e r a l o c c a s i o n s h a s p r e v e n t e d a r m e d c o n fl i c t .

“ (3) That i t is cont rary to our her i tage of democrat ic pr in¬
ciples to withdraw from the United Nations simply because ideas
contrary to our own are heard and occasionally votes are cast which
are not to our liking. (4) That it is significant that there is not a
single active high official in either the Democratic or Republican
par ty who suppor ts such amove as has been proposed by our
m a y o r . ”
