ALC Launches
Problem Study

Minneapolis— Th e American
Lutheran Church is launching
discussions in search of answers
to questions involved in the con-
troversial practices of abortion
and sterilization. Dr. Fredric M.
Norstad, professor of practical
theology at Luther Theological
Seminary in St. Paul, Minnesota,
and a member of the Commission
on Research and Social Action,
will organize the study.

Dr. Norstad said that initial ex-
ploratory discussion will involve
“about one dpzen experts repre-
senting the disciplines of system-
atic theology, medicine, the law,
sociology, psychology, and. the
ministry.” The commission voted
that the “exploratory discussion

should -look toward a serious,

depth study which might provide
substance for an official expres-
sion of The ALC on the issues of
abortion and sterilization.”

Dana Takes Part in National Study

Students of Dana College will
soon be given an opportunity to
take part in a nation-wide study
of campus life. The study will be
conducted by Columbia Univer-
sity under a grant from the U. S.
Office of Education.

About 75 students selected at
random from the student body,
will participate in this study.
Questionnaires will be sent from
the university directly to the stu-
dents. In a random study such as
this, it is impmtant that all stu-
dents receiving questionnaires fill
them out completely and return
them at once.

The questionnaire is arranged
in six sections, including college
activties, social life, instructors
and courses, general and aca-
demic disciplinary problems and
general background. Most of the
questions can bhe answered by
checking the appropriate blank
or by circling a number. The
questionnaire can be completed
in about an hour. Answers will
be kept strictly confidential; no
signature is required.

Comparisons of results will be
made with other participating
colleges, and these will be made
available to the college when the
research is completed.

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¥ American History Tells of
Varied Christmas Cusfoms

Christmas has had its own history in America—a history com-
.pesed by generations of people from across the seas, from many
.periods of time and many cultures.

In the colonial penod 1620 to 1776, the festival of Christmas was
observed in various ways. In New England settlements, the Pilgrim
.fathers forbade any celebration of Christmas. Because such cele-
‘brations had a heathen origin, the General Court of Massachu-
getts passed a law in 1659 making the observance of Christmas a
penal offense. The Puritans had come here as refugees from religious
-persecution and their faith could not tolerate the feasts and merry-
making of the Christmas season in England. This attitude persisted
.in' New England until the nineteenth century.

A far different attitude prevailed among the Dutch settlers in
New York. Here, Christmas eve to the children meant a visit from
“Sinterklaus” who filled their wooden shoes with glfts and sweets

)
:

while they spelt. For adults, it meant religious services, visits from

friends, and feasts.

In colonial Virginia, Christmas was a twelve-day celebratlon
beginning on Christmas eve with a great supper.

In 1741, a colony of Germans founded the town of Bethlehem,
Pennsylvania on Christmas eve. They introduced a custom origin-
ally from Italy—that of setting up in miniature the manger scene.

The Christmas tree, symbolic of everlasting light, did not appear
-until the middle of the last century. It, too, was a gift of German
immigrants. Early in the present century the custom of setting up
a community Christmas tree in public squares began to spread.

It was the Irish mmxgrants who introduced the custom of plac-
‘ing a lighted candle in the window. The candle was originally
used to light the way of the priest who came to pray with them on

Chrlstmas eve.

. All down the Atlantic coast, the observances of Christmas re-
flected the national origins and religions of the colonists. In some of
the southern states, Christmas was and still is celebrated with fire-
works, a custom which was introduced by French settlers in Louisi-
ana, and Italians and Spaniards in Florida.

A Legend of the Christmas Tree

The Christmas tree seems to
have originated in Germany, and
can be traced back with certainty
to the year 1604.

There is a pretty legend in con-
nection with it that makes St.
Winfred the inventor of the idea.

“In the midst of a crowd of
converts he hewed down a giant
oak which had formerly been the
object of their Druidic worship.
Asg it fell backward like a tower,
goaning as it split asunder in four
.pieces, there stood just behind it,
unharmed by the ruin a young
fir tree, pointing a green spire to-
wards the stars.

“Winfred let the axe drop, and
turned to speak to the people.
“This little tree, a young child of
the forest, shall be your holy
tree tonight. It is the wood of
peace, for your houses are built
of the fir. It is the sign of an
endless life, for its leaves are
ever green. See how it points up-

ward to heaven! Let this be
called the tree of the Christ-
child; gather about it, not in the
wild-wood, but in your own
homes; there it will shelter no
deeds of blood, but loving gifts,
and rites of kindness.’”
