The Ugly American Revisited:
Authors Evaluate Best Seller

Eugene Burdick and William
Lederer, co-authors of The Ugly
American, a book which became
a best seller, was made into a
movie and which changed the
American ways of thinking, again
join pens in a magazine article
entitled “The Ugly American
Revisited” found in The Satur-
day Evening Post, May 4, 1963.

In this article, Burdick and
Lederer examine the question,
“Did the book do any good?”
Their answer, “It is a question
which can not be answered
firmly, but one thing the book
DID do was to start a frightful
uproar. For months we had the
sensation of living in the eye of
a typhoon,” is altogether too
true.

The authors received many fa-
vorable and many unfavorable
reactions by the American pub-
lic. Many letters brought in-
quiries of how one might help to
alleviate the situation described
in the book—the American peo-
ple wanted to help, but how?

Then on the other side of the
fence, there were those who re-
acted violently against the book.
One women’s club didn’t like the
title; they thought that Ameri-
cans were just as handsome as
any other people (of course,
these women hadn’t read any
further than the title). There
was also a great deal of unfa-
vorable reaction by the State
Department who answered all
inquiries about the book with a
single word, “distortion.”

Nevertheless, it has been re-
markable how the American
way of thinking has been
changed since the publication of
The Ugly American. The authors
seem to feel that the Peace
Corps is a step in the right di-
rection. Many Peace Corps vol-
unteers stated that it was be-
cause of their reading The Ugly
American that they first became
interested in foreign affairs.

At any rate, there is now “. . .
an awareness that the condition
of survival is to blend tough-
mindedness with genuine sym-
pathy. Americans now realize
that “gifts are the surest enemy
of friendship. Real cooperation
is the cement which binds alien
cultures together.”

In summary, the authors say
that “it would be silly to say
that the new mood is due to the
publication of a single book . . .
but for a number of reasons the
threat now seems more manage-
able. It calls for a dedication
and courage which Americans
have gained more recently. THE
UGLY AMERICAN was not the
cause of that—we merely said
early what was on the minds of
a large number of people.”

This article should be of spe-
cial interest to those who were
here last year and read The Ug-
ly American in Liberal Arts
Reading and to those who heard
Mr. Burdick, one of the authors,
discuss this book at a Lyceum
program.

‘Mr. Dana College’ Title
Earned by Dean of Students

In his capacity as registrar, dean of students and director of
counseling, Dr. Elmer M. Rasmussen has become well known by
Dana students. But his life was filled with many experiences and
events before he joined the Dana faculty in 1941.

Born of Danish immigrant parents, he grew up and spent the
first half of his life on a farm in Clifton, Illinois. It was here that
he attended country school and high school. For the next seven
years after graduation he worked at home on the farm and then
for two years on a dairy farm near Chicago.

His activities in a 4-H Club and as a Sunday school teacher
convinced him that he wanted more education which would better
enable him to work with people. So, with encouragement from his
younger brother, then a student at Dana, he began college as a
history major. In 1939 he graduated as valedictorian of his class.

The following year took him
to the Columbia University
Teachers College for work on a
Masters Degree which he re-
ceived in social studies.
Through an acquaintance made
at Columbia he was asked to
go to Alabama to teach English
and social studies in high
school. The school, being en-
tirely Negro, called for a per-
son who held no prejudices and
young Rasmussen fitted the bill.

In 1941 the death of Dr. C. X.
Hansen left a vacancy for an
instructor of education at Da-
na. Recalling his earlier years
as an undergrad student, he
gladly accepted the opportuni-
ty to return. His first few
years were spent not only as
an instructor, but also in build-
ing up the guidance program.
Through his efforts he gradually worked his way into the office as
guidance counselor, a position which had previously been non-ex-
istent.

When in 1948-49 his sabbatical leave came due he returned to
school; this time it was for a Ph.D. at the University of Nebraska.
Upon completion and return to Dana he was made Dean of the Col-
lege, registrar and guidance counselor. “Of course there were on-
ly about 250 students at that time, so I had time to spend with
them,” he recalls. It was not until 1958 that the offices were di-
vided. But last fall he again resumed the role as a dean, this time
as dean of students.

Upon being asked of his dedicated interest in Dana he replied,
“It is partly because of my four years here. I found the training
to be as good as any place. It is also my church college. I like
small colleges and to be among close friends.” He adds, “I prefer
the informality here rather than formality of a big school.”

Perhaps the greatest and most rewarding achievement came as
a result of his work to secure North Central Accreditation. “We
worked for ten years before we got it in 1957. It meant a lot to
me,” he says. -

While a student at Dana, Dr. Rasmussen served as assistant ed-
itor and also editor of Hermes. His wife also attended Dana. Two
of his four children, David and Phyllis, also are attending Dana.

In addition to his regular duties, Dr. Rasmussen finds time to
serve as advisor to Student Council. Community service also
keeps him busy as a member of the Blair Board of Education. As
a member of First Lutheran Church he teaches an adult Bible class.

Of his hobbies, reading rates high on the list. “But I also en-
joy gardening,” he says. His three-acre “garden” produces var-
ious types of fruits and vegetables including popcorn, peanuts and
a large variety of apples.

Although somewhat hesitant to offer more advice than students
desire he did offer the following: “I am concerned with students
having a purpose in life; a purpose important to themselves. I want
them to get the best with their energy and ability.”

Dr. Elmer Rasmussen, because of his dedicated loyalty and in-
terest, justly deserves the title of “Mr..Dana College,” as is often
given to him by students and faculty alike.

Professor Jack Eichhorst will
also be leaving the ranks of the
faculty at the close of summer
school to do graduate study in
religion at Yale University, in
New Haven, Connecticut, this
fall.

A graduate of Concordia Col-
lege, Moorhead, Minnesota, and
Luther Seminary in St. Paul,
Eichhorst came to Dana last fall
to teach philosophy and Greek.

Mr. Eichhorst is also a Dan-
forth Fellow and studied at the
University of Munster last year.
