The cry of one is as alike to me as the fear of the other.

As ayoung white male Itry to appreciate Black Power as a
means for furthering the lot of the Negro and, eventually all men.
For this reasc® Imust consider myself an advocate of Black
P o w e r .

The Stokely Carmichaels and H. Browns are strangers
to me. They provoke me to distrust their motives. If there is
anything to fear, it is not Black Power but rather its militant,
r a d i c a l l e a d e r s .

Porhapg there are too many disagreements about what Black
Power means. Ibelieve Black Power seeks the right for the Neg-

to have agovernment that will enforce laws, that will free
him -no, compensate him -for the years of enslavement, re¬
pression and rejection.

This is revolutionary. But rather than fear this revolution,
we should ^plaud it .For such radical change would bring a-
bout our own freedom as well as our black brother’s. No man
enjoys losing power. But there is no power at the expense of
another man’s bondage. There is, indeed, only fear.

Is it not long past time for this freedom to come to all men?
Have not bigotry and hate enslaved men long enough -enslaved
the Negro to the ghetto and the white man with fear?

Black Power can not be denied, no more than it can be ignor¬
ed. It augurs arevolution of change; one that will have the Neg-
