Life Under Apartheid

During the 19th century imper-
ialism had assailed the core of
Central Africa namely Rhodesia,
South Africa and Mozambique, Ce-
cil John Rhodes, the British Em-
pire builder, who controlled the
British South Africa Co. (B. S.
A. Co.), worked assiduously to
shape Africa to his own image of
imperialism. He, together withhis
own image of imperialism. He,
together with his compatriots ex-
ploited the mineral wealth, con-
quered the inhabitants and sought a
Charter from Britain in 1889 to
mind and run the colonies with
minimal government supervision.
Consequently these territories
conceived and gave birth to a
demonic child-APARTHEID,

Employment: Africans, Indians
and the Coloured have to depend
on a white man in time of labor
surplus. Although the non-whites
are the backbone in industry and
factory labor, their salaries are
extremely meagre ($50 per month)
three and half times as much as
earned by the whites.

Looking at the pastmoratorium,
I wonder how many of those par-
ticipating actually know or realize
the complexity of the situation in
Vietnam. It is no simple matter
to pull out over night. Two things
come to mind immediately: Where
is it going toleave the south?; They
will be in sad shape if we sudden-
ly leave them at the mercy of the
V. C. Think of the wanton killing
that would be rampant as well as
the tyrany if the V., C. were al-
lowed to take over which they
certainly would if we left NOW,
I know how they operate; I've
seen some of it. Secondly, whether
we like it or not, the world ec-
onomy is based largely on the U,
S. dollar which at the present time
is heavily involved in the war.
Therefore, a quick pull out would
have serious reprocussions on a
world wide scale. How serious, I
can’t say for sure, I’'m not an
ecnomist.

As to the methods used in the
demonstrations: It shows a lot

of maturity to go around chalk-
ing up sidewalks and hanging slo-
gans all over which, when you stop
and think about them, don’t really
mean anything but are only pleas-
Ing to the ear. Fine sounding
phrases signifying nothing,

I would venture to say that few
pecple on campus (any campus)
ever listen toRadio Moscow, Radio
Peking, The voice of Hanoi, or
even know they exist. I suppose
that one can excuse them, however,
because if one doesn’t have a short
wave receiver he can’t hear them,
If only they could know what these
stations have to say about the
peace marchers, they would think
twice before they marched again,

Well, they say, what can we do
if we don’t demonstrate?

The answer to this seems rather
obvious: Everyone hasa congress-
man who he can write to. A flood
of letters to them would have a
much larger and direct response
than any demonstration, These men
do pay attention to their mail and
the opinions expressed therein due
to the fact that they want to be re-
elected the next time around. Fur-
ther, the demonstrations are ob-
viously having an adverse effect
in the white house (Reference Nix-
orfs views on the subject) and on
a world scale. A large group of
congressmen is going to have a
much greater effect on foreign
policy than any demonstration ever
did. Not just in Vietnam, but on
policy in general.

I’m not going to apologize for
anything I’ve said here, but I
should say that I’m against this
war (any war). I don’t think we
should have gotten involved in the
first place but this is now a
moot point, I think (know) we
should get out but it is going to
take some time,

President C. C. Madsen in the
March, 1969 issue of the Dana
Bulletin, writes ““As a Christian
College we go beyond fruth to a
higher realm of faith.”

Somehow in the last four months
it seems that the fact of our Chris-
tian college heritage has gone
by the wayside. I feel this fact
was made painfully clear lastSun-
day morning at the Sunday Service
of Ekklesia Koinonias, With less
than sixty people there it looked
like a sleepy committee meeting
rather than a worship service.
This all changed when a rather
unique sermon was presented and
what that sermon contained should
be heard by all, not just the small
percentage of students and faculty
present Sunday.

Pastor Bergstraesser started
out by trying to draw comparisons
between the early Christian con-
gregations and those of today. He
ended by challenging the congre-
gation to make something of it-
self. It was not until then that I
realized that this is a congrega-
tion of this whole college and is
not just reserved for the few who
have committed themselves to it.
Even these few have not seemed
to find what they wanted in Ek-
klesia Koinonias. Pastor Berg-
straesser has probably summed it
up best when he stated:

““The feeling within the congre-
gation is that it is not a congre-
gation, but simply a gathering of
individuals who are seeking only
something for themselves. The
fellowship principle is sofar lack-
ing that we cannot even call each
other by name . .. loyalty to this
worshipping community is felt to be
almost nil,”

In other words, at least from
my point of view, the people who
have turned their backs on the
congregation have complained a
great deal but have not tried to
offer any solutions. Thenthereare
some that are so busy putting forth
the pious image that they reque
to even admit that Sunday service
will not have sixty people in at-
tendance but sixteen.

As to just what the problem of
the congregation is, it is hard to
tell. Perhaps it is the apathy of
the majority of students, or the
weakness of the Pastor’s commun-
ication system or the fact that
many feel that the congregation is
run by a small group into which
one cannot move,

The point is not where the blame
lies but what to do now. Only you
can cure your own apathy, and if
you don’t want them don’t com-
plain about the poor campus con-
gregation. You are also the one to
offer suggestions to the Pastor. He
doesn’t know everything and has
time and again asked for help.
Thirdly, you will never know if
you can break into the ‘‘group”
until you try. So if you want to
change try making it!

The irony in the Nigeria/Bia-
fra conflict is the total lack of
understanding shown by those who
cry out on the side of Nigeria,

We were told in the Hermes of
November 17, 1969 that the coup in
Nigeria was organized and staged
by the minor tribes against the

major tribes-a minority of about
8 percent in a country of 56
million people. This is tantamount
to the minorities in America, the
blacks and the Indians, taking
over the constituted government of
the United States by force of arms,
because they were not, as they
claimed, given a bigger cake of
the national wealth, If this is S0,
where then is the democracy, the
type of government which the A-
merican fathers cherished, fought,
and brought into being? To me,
I wave no olive branch to a gov-
ernment of the minority that op-
presses the majority withbayonet,

Twelve States In Nigeria The
exponents of Nigeria have been the
greatest advocates of state crea-
tion, They felt that this would be
a panacea io Nigeria’s ills, One
advocate of this theory in Dan2
Campus, had made it known in his
article ‘‘On Biafra” that the mi-
norities in Nigeria staged a coup
and divided that country into twelve
states, My question is, how many
tribes make up Nigeria? Is there
no truth that the remaining mi-
nority tribes of about 120, could
stage their own coup and sub-
divide the country further? As it
stands, states creation cannot cure
Nigeria’s ill, instead it will mag-
nify it, so long as the states are
tribally based. I say this because,
if one could not move freely from
one state to another as a citizen,
when that country was made of
four states, how feasible would it
be when it is made up of twelve
states, each very conscious of
itself? The only alternative to
Nigeria’s problem is to let the
different conscious ethic groups
form their own autonomous coun-
tries as Biafra has done.

Who Are The Biafrans? The
Biafrans were the greatest advo-
cates of one Nigeria, Immediately
after independence, Nigeria was in
the storm of tribal doldrum. To
make Nigeria one, the Ibos (Bia-
frans) spread all over the country
to help alleviate tribal squabbles,
and to bring the idea of one
country home to all and sundry.
To their rude shock, they were
told no with their blood and corp-
ses. Why do these criminals want
us back? We don’t care any more
about their states, we just want
to be left alone; we have tried
to make Nigeria one, but have seen
that it.won’t work.

How many more blood would they
drink before they are satisfied?
Two more million souls? Yes, two
million more, we shall give it to
them, but our freedom, nay.

Wednesday evening, Chi Rho
sponsored Dermat Doran, a Catho-
lic missionary priest, a member of
the Holy Ghost Fathers, who has
spent the last several years work-
ing with the victims of the Ni-
gerian civil conflict, Accompany-
ing his presentation was a 15 min-
ute film taken in several aid cen-
ters throughout Biafra, showing the
suffering and starvation of the wo-
men and children.

Doran spoke purely from the
humanitarian point of view, not
being politically involved. He has
acted as a guide to the CBS “60
Minut2” news team, of which two
membsrs had spent 10 years in
Vietnam and were appalled by the
conditions, In 1958 Doran was a
member of a group that started
the Joint Church Aid, a world-
wide ecumenical organization dir-
ectly involved in flying much need-
ed foods and medicines thru the
imposed embargo into Biafra.
Daily flights carry as much as
200 tons of the much needed sup-
plies, a fraction of the minimum
of 500 tons daily needed.Red Cross
is negotiating to resume flights
which have been discontinued for
the past several months, Together,
the Red Cross and Church Aid
can fly as much as 400 tons of
supplies. Presently it is estimated
that 800, mostly children, die every
day from starvation. More people
have died in the Biafran war thus
far (2 million since 1967) than in
the Vietnam and Middle East con=
flicts combined. As a final state-
ment, Doran said if this outrage
were in the US. or Europe it
wouldn’t be tolerated as long as
the Biafran conflict but as long as
Africa is as distant in people’s
minds as it is far removed geo-
graphically, these atrocities will
be allowed to continte,
