RATED “X
The Dana students obviously didn't consider last

Friday's election seriously. The question is one of both
legal and moral difficulties. But the students decided
199 to 57 in favor of showing X-rated films on campus.

Legally, this could lead to problems. This summer the
owner of the Home Theater was fined for showing
“Deep Throat.” What will this mean for Dana when X-
rated films are shown? How will the Blair community
rule on such an obscenity issue? Being within the city
limits, Dana is under its jurisdiction.

SAB received funds from the Student Senate, which in
turn draws from the students’ general fee. Therefore,
these films are being paid for by all of us for 199
students. Is this a proper use of the student activity fee?
Isn’'t there a more worthwhile form of entertainment?

The morality question is even more difficult. Who will
determine redeeming social value? The majority of the
students? Only half of the student body voted in the last
poll. lnvariably, a trend of showing X-rated films will
begin.

What kind of reputation will this give Dana? In selfish
consideration the students made their decision. But this
is a college affiliated with the American Lutheran
Church. How will this reflect upon the ALC or even
Dana’s Regents, administration, and faculty? The im-
pression that they support the films is given.

Did the students only consider their own personal
wishes? Did they weigh the possible consequences?
The students are able to see X-rated movies in Omaha.
But here on Campus?

COMMITMENT TO LIBERAL
ARTS NEEDED

When the American college scene is surveyed there
seems to be a strong trend toward vocational education
with the rise of junior colleges, vocational schools, and
vocational programs in the high schools. These are very
attractive programs to the student looking for quick, in-
tensive training in a single vocation.

What does this mean for Dana? For one thing, it has
been a cause in the decrease in enroliment and
therefore, in financial support. To alleviate this, Dana
could follow the trend and appeal to this majority of the
population.

But this decision would be disastrous for the small
segment of students interested in a well-balanced
liberal arts education. It is unfair to offer watered-down
courses and programs. Instead, the quality of the liberal
arts education should be improved with the general
requirements of the Humanities, science, mathematics,
English, social sciences, languages, and physical
education maintained or maybe even increased, and
with each department improved.

Our finances and energy should be funneled into
these areas for improvements of material, courses, and
faculty. More staff members are needed in such depart-
ments as Humanities, mathematics, and language; new
and better equipment in the science department; more
resources--books, magazines, etc.- are needed for the
library; and more money is needed for such programs as
HRC and HERMES. These departments are important for
a liberal arts education and can not withstand any more
cuts in their budgets and be expected to maintain the
present quality.

Dana should make a full commitment to its liberal arts
standing now, and make their appeal to those students
who are interested. Improvements in the education and
the student body would make Dana a “light on the Hill".

“Captain Ecology ”
Is Watching

Though Dana students might
easily be known for their in-
dividuality, a green mask, red
shorts and blue cape still get
noticed, as “‘Captain Ecology”
swoops out of the kitchens to
draw attention to Saga Food
Service’s waste-less campaign.

Dana is being offered a chance
to do its part to combat two very
real problems: the food shortage
and inflation. Naturally, we
won’'t be able to feed the world
with what we save from the gar-
bage disposal, but it could help
save some money.

Art Waters, director of Dana’s

cafeteria, explained, “The food |

we throw away costs as much as
the food you eat, and these costs
are going up. At present costs, we
throw away over $4000 of solid
food in a year and we have to
pass this extra cost on to the
college, who then adds it to the
price you pay for schooling.”

“It would be so easy to save
part of that $4,000, if people

would simply not take things
that they don’t want. I'm not
asking students to stop eating, or
even to cut down on how much
they eat. We want everyone to be
full when they leave the dining
room. But if you can only eat
half a bowl of salad, take only
half the lettuce. Take one sand-
wich, one napkin, one dessert
and come back for seconds in-
stead of leaving something on
your plate.”

During the next three weeks,
Captain Ecology will be pointing
out ways to save in different
areas and rewarding ‘“‘Clean
Platters.” If at the end of three
weeks there's been a noticeable
difference in the amount of food

wasted, Art Waters promises
something special for Dana’s
cafeteria-goers. And if the

decrease is permanent, you
might find meals here at Dana
costing you less.

But who is that masked man
who’s very name strikes terror
into every wasteful heart? Art
Waters will never tell “That’s

why he wears the mask.”

Dr. Hutton Participates

Dr. Delvin D. Hutton spent
five weeks this summer, from
July 13 to August 16, par-
ticipating in a seminar on “The
Jewish Sources of Christianity:
Literary and
co-sponsored by Hebrew Union
College-Jewish Institute of
Religion, the Union of American
Hebrew Congregations, and
Duke University. Most of the fif-
teen participants were teachers
in American Colleges and
universities.

The first week of the seminar
was spent participating in an ar-
cheological excavation at Meron

in Upper Galilee. This site was:

mentioned by Josephus, a first
century historian, as an outpost
manned by the Jews against the
Romans. The evidence
discovered this summer verified
that it was an outpost from the
first century, and there is ample
evidence that the site goes back
to the early Roman period and
to the Hellenistic period.

While Dr. Hutton was there
they were excavating the remains
of a building complex adjacent to
a snyagogue from the third cen-
tury A.D. They were able to con-
firm the date of the snyagogue
and the building complex as
coming from the Roman period.
Other buildings on the site are
older.

A large underground burial
chamber used for both primary

Archaeological,”

and secondary burial was
discovered while Dr. Hutton was
there. (In secondary burial the
body is placed in the tomb and
allowed to decay. Then the bones
are gathered so they will occupy

a smaller area.) This is one of

the larger areas of secondary

burial in that area. Evidences of

memorial tokens were found in
the tomb, including dishes, cast
ceramic vases, an inkwell similar
to the ones found at Qumran
when the Dead Sea Scrolls were
found, and the only whole pot-
tery found at the site.

The pottery and coins found
this summer verified the
hypothesis that there was a
Hellenistic occupation at the site
in the first or second century
B.C.

Dr. Hutton said that there is
nothing very romantic about ar-
cheology. “It’s hard, physically
very demanding, incredibly dirty,
and in terms of what you find it
takes patience. It’s the oc-
casional finds which spur you
on.”

The next three weeks were
spent in Jerusalem attending lec-

tures by Israeli scholars on
topics concerning the relation-
ship of Judaism and
Christianity, especially in the
early Christian era, such as
Jewish Hellenism, Rabbinic
literature and thought, inter-

pretation of Rabbinic texts, the
Samaritans, and Jewish

Christianity. Field trips were
combined with the lectures to
allow the student to see many of
the things discussed first-hand.

He found it “‘very stimulating
to be in the role of a student
again. Sitting in three hour-and-
45 minute lectures a day gave me
a new appreciation for the role of
a student.”

The final week of the seminar
was spent in Sigtura, Sweden,
near Stockholm, to observe the
international meeting of the
Society of New Testament
Studies. They were able to sece
and hear internationally known
scholars in New Testament. Dr.
Hutton said he found a new ap-
preciation for the study of
foreign languages. The lecturers
had a choice of speaking in
French, German, or English, and
the seminars were bilingual.

During the week in Sweden,
Dr. Hutton was able to visit with
theologians from Eastern
European countries and discuss
the state of the Church and
theological scholarship in Com-
munist Countries.

Dr. Hutton will give a presen-
tation on ‘‘Palestine in the
Greece-Roman Period” in DHA
on October 16 at 7:30 p.m. He
will speak on the cultural variety
one finds in Palestine during this
period and will deal with the
Semetic, Greek, and Roman
cultures to show how there is a
fusion of cultures.

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Mural Designed
By Dana Professor

A mural, “Morning Star,”
designed by Dana’s art professor,
Rev. F. Wm. Thomsen, has
recently been completed at North
Platte, Nebraska.

The mosaic mural depicts
Black Elk, a Plains Indian holy
man, at the early age of nine
worshipping God in the presence
of the Morning Star giving an
idea of the depth of his religious
feeling. In the Book of
Revelation, Christ
describes himself as “the bright
morning star.”

Jesus

“Morning Star’” has been
placed on the south wall of a
room in the North Platte com-
munity building. It is 16 feet
long and 6 feet high. It contains

approximately 60,000 small
pieces of imported glass. The
mural was designed by Pastor

Thomsen and assembled in Los
Angeles by a reknown German

mosaicist. It was then sent to
North Platte in sections about 18
inches square and put on the
community building wall.
Black Elk, a prophet and wise
man of the Indians, is gradually
gaining recognition in the white
world. His thoughts have been
recorded by his friend, the late
John G. Neihardt, in Neihardt’s

book, Black Elk Speaks.
Neihardt is poet laureate of
Nebraska.

Thomsen has also designed ten
notecards  which  portray
passages from Neihardt’s book.
These cards have recently been
put on sale and have been endor-
sed by the Nebraska American
Revolution Bicentennial Com-
mission. All proceeds from these
cards will go toward a proposed
Black Elk-Neihardt Park in
Blair. The notecards are
available in the bookstore at the
cost of $2.00 for ten cards.
