Amendment

The Buckley Amendment to
the General Education
Provisions Act, also called the
Family Educational Rights and
Privacy Act of 1974, recently
became law with an effective
date of November 19, 1974. It
provides that any student at a
post-secondary institution has
the right to inspect and review
the official files kept about him.

A student desiring to see the
records in his file must make a
written request to do so; a form
will be available for this in the
Registrar’s office, PM106. A
college has 45 days after the
request to provide accesss to the
records of the student that
requests it.

The law also provides that no
unauthorized person, including
parents, may inspect the records
without the written permission
of the student. The student may

in violation of the privacy” of the
student.

Many areas of the Buckley
Amendment remain to be
clarified or possibly amended as
it was passed without the usual
hearings. As more information
about the Amendment is
received, it will be shared with
all on campus. The guidelines
will not be available from the
Department of Health,
Education, and Welfare until
spring at the latest. However,
persons desiring to see the com-
plete copy of the law may do so
in the Registrar’s office.

Basically, the amendment is in
harmony with the practice and
policy Dana has followed in the
past concerning student records.
Dana intends to comply fully
with the new law.
