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Orr Named "Great Dane"

Governor Kay Orr hit the
ground running Wednesday,
February 8th with an itinerary
that would make yourhead spin.
Her visit was highlighted by
two awards, one given and one
received.

Orrawarded Blair with the
title “State Capitol for a Day,”
and in spite of her rigorous
schedule, she made time to visit

_our campus and receive the
coveted “Great Dane” award.

She passed lunch savor-
ing the delicacies of our cafete-
ria, then began her speech on
the subjectof economic growth.
Tuming from economics, she
focused on the importance of
education.

“We are living in arapidly
changing society,” Gov. Orr
remarked, “and we must be
prepared tomeet new demands,
and we must prepare our stu-

.dents to be competitive.”

She added that Nebraska
has effectively met these de-
mandsin the past, demonstrated
by college entrance scores
which rank among the highest

in the nation. However, she
stated, Nebraska must continue
its investment in education to
ensure quality in the future.

Tumning to Old Main,
Governor Orr said she shared
our loss, describing the grand
old monument as a symbol of
education, not just for Dana,
but the entire state of Nebraska
as well. Expressing both con-
cern and optimism, she spoke
of Old Main as a rallying point
for.supporters of excellence in
education.

President Myrvin Chris-
topherson began the “Great
Dane” award ceremonies where
Gov. Orr left off, with the sub-
ject of Old Main. He presented
her with a memorial brick from

- Old Main’s central tower, left

over from the fateful fire of

August 25th, 1988.

Pres. Christopherson then
praised the “small but vibrant”
community of Blair for its re-
sponse to the tragic fire and its

crucial contribution to the
Accelerating Dana’s Develop-
ment campaign.

Christopherson promised
that this investment in Dana
will have concrete returns,
stimulating Blair’s economy as
the college grows and devel-
ops. Before presenting the
award, he again expressed pro-
found gratitude to all who
flocked to the aid of Old Main
and Dana College.

Christopherson then re-
lated the heritage of Dana Col-
lege, the oldestDanish-founded
University in the United States.
In keeping with this heritage,
Dana honors outstanding local
Danish figures with the “Great
Dane” award. Although Orr is
notactually Danish, her Scandi-
navian blood was enough to.
qualify her for the award.

In addition to her com-
memorative brick, Govemnor
Orrreceived the Viking helmet
which accompanies the “Great

Dana Recruits Presidential Scholars

OnFebruary 4 and5,Dana
hosted its first Presidential
Scholarship Competition for
high school seniors. A total of
four scholarships will be
granted, ranging from $2000 to
full tuition. However, all those
participating were guaranteed
a $500-1500 scholarship just
for competing.

. Three requirements were
to be met in order to compete:
one must be (1) a high school
senior, (2) have applied and
beenaccepted by Dana by Janu-
ary 15, 1989, and (3) have a
minimum GPA of 3.25, or a
score of 24 on the ACT,or SAT
composite of 1000.

Of the 91 confirmed
competitors, 74 teok part in the
actual competition, represent-
ing nine different states. Each

James Cloyd, student body
president, commented, “We’re
not interested in name-calling.

With that in mind, jumbo--

sized sheets of paper were dis-
tributed to the six tables, each

seating five or six students.

Groups were asked to brain-

_ storm for 30 minutes on spe-

cific problems and possible so-
lutions.

Immediately, students
released a flood of their con-
cerns onto that paper. Within
minutes the air was filled with
conversation and the odor of
magic markers.

Among the first problems
listed was the maintenance of

residence halls, in particular, -

the lack of maintenance. In-
consisitent heating, cold or
lukewarm showers, and lack of
promptness in maintenance
requests were the hot items in
this category.

Also mentioned were

wiring problems in Argo and a-

need for better dormitory secu-
rity.
Students proposed that the

maintenace staff be expanded
and/or divided into two sepa-
rate staffs: one exclusively
committed to the needs of the
residence halls and the other
responsible for general campus
upkeep.

Another issue which sur-
faced was Dana’s off-campus
image. With Dana’a recent
recognition being one of Ne-
braska’s “Choosiest Colleges,”
students questioned such poli-
cies as the re-admission of
suspended students.

The failure of Dana to
involve itself with other com-
munity organizations and func-
tions also arouses concemn. By
encouraging groups to associ-
ate with the community, stu-
dents believe Dana could bet-
ter expose itself.

The Student Services’
office also drew fire from stu-

dents. Although a lack of com-

munication between students,

the Student Services’ office,
and staff is blamed for many of
the problems; direct criticisms
were aimed at the office itsel-
fand the policies it decrees.

Generally speaking, the

" Student Services’office is not

meeting the expectations of the
students. An open discussion
of this issue generated one so-
lution: students will create .
