tures brought SAB’s budget to
agrand total of about $10,600.

The Danian also had a

large budget, with atotal re¬
quest of about $3,800. The
Hermes and the Student Aware¬
ness Organization (SAO) were
also granted large budget re¬
quests, receiving $2,130 and
$1,450 respectively.

An allowance of about
$1,400 also was approved to
keep in areserve fund for spe¬
cial campus events.
